Quarterback Tom Brady passed for 333 yards and a touchdown, and K
Stephen Gostkowski kicked four field goals to help lead the Patriots to a 21-13
victory over the visiting Los Angeles Chargers. The victory put the Patriots at a
6-2 record for the fifth straight season at the mid-point of the year.

The Chargers got on the board first when RB Melvin Gordon found a seam
and ran down the sideline for an 87-yard touchdown and a 7-O first quarter
lead. But the rest of the game was marked by the Patriots ability to hold the
Chargers offense, and its ability take advantage of the Chargers mistakes.

Despite going one-forfour in the red zone, the Patriots had four field goals
and scored on a safety. Following the Chargers first score, the Patriots took
the ensuing kickoff and converted three third-down plays to move to the Los
Angeles two-yard line where Brady connected with TE Rob Gronkowski for a
2-yard touchdown on the first play in the second quarter to tie the game at 7-7.

Later in the second quarter, Chargers WR Travis Benjamin muffed a punt,
and tried to recover the ball but was tackled in the end zone for a safety by DB
Brandon King. The Patriots took the kickoff and moved to the 6-yard line where
Gostkowski connected on a 25-yard field goal for a 12-7 lead. After stopping
the Chargers on the next drive, New England took over with two minutes to play
in the first half and drove to the Chargers 18-yard line with 24 seconds to play
to give the Patriots a 15-7 halftime lead.

In the third quarter, the Chargers moved to the New England 30-yard line on
their first drive, but @B Philip Rivers had the ball slip out of his hands as he tried
to avoid a pass rush in a play that resulted in a 20-yard loss and the Chargers
being knocked out of field goal range.

Gostkowski added a 43-yard field goal for New England in the third quarter
for a 18-7 lead. The Chargers cut the New England lead to 18-13 with 8:30 to
play following a 24-yard touchdown pass from Rivers to Benjamin and a failed
two-point play.

The Patriots added a 26-yard field goal with 1:12 to go to make it 21-13.
The Chargers converted on a fourth-down play to move to the New England 23-
yard line with one second to play, but DB Jonathan Jones registered his first
NFL interception to seal the win.

FIRST HALF SUCCESS

The New England Patriots are an NFL best 87-38 in the first half of the season
since Bill Belichick took over as head coach in 2000. New England closed out the
first half of 2017 and head into the bye with a 6-2 record.

Ber‘ Bowl championships (5] than any other NFL team. Additionally, the

atriots have achieved the most winning seasons (20] and are tied for
fewest losing seasons (2] since Kraft assumed ownership beginning
in 1994. Super Bowl LI ' was the eighth Super Bowl appearance since
Kraft purchased the team, a period during which no other team has
earned more than four berths. In Kraft's 23 seasons, the Patriots have
qualified for the plaglof'_fs 18 times, more than doubllnqq the franchise’s
accomplishments during its first 34 seasons. In 2016, Kraft earned
his 20th winning season in 23 years of owning the franchise.

The Patriots have sold out 258 consecutive home games, including playoff and
preseason games (dating back to the 1994 season opener).

Tom Brady has quarterbacked the Patriots to victories in 189 of his 243 career regular season
starts, compiling a .7 78 winning percentage and giving him the best record of any quarterback in the
Super Bowl era (since 1966). Brady’s 155 career wins in his first 200 starts are the most in NFL
history. Peyton Manning is second with 136 wins in his first 200 career starts.

Bolden’s grandfather, Frank Pitts, played 10 years in the NFL (1965-74) as a
receiver for Kansas City, Cleveland and Oakland. He was with Kansas City for
two Super Bowls, losing Super Bowl! | and winning Super Bowl V. Said Bolden
about his grandfather, “I remember being six years old, him popping in a high-
light film of Super Bowl | and IV. I've seen that tape at least 500 times.”

BOLDEN BLOCK PARTY

Brandon Bolden blocked his first NFL punt in the win at San Diego (12/7/14)
to give the Patriots a first down at the Chargers 25-yard line. It was the Patriots
first blocked punt since Patrick Chung blocked a punt at Miami on Oct. 4, 2010.

RB REX BURKHEAD

As a junior at the University of Nebraska, Rex formed a close bond with a 5-year
old fan of his, Jack Hoffman, who had been diagnosed with brain cancer. During
that 2011 season, Rex wore a wristband with the phrase “Team Jack - Pray”
which helped bring pediatric brain cancer into the national spotlight. Burkhead
hosted Hoffman for a lunch, provided a personal tour of Memorial Stadium and
has since joined the board of directors of the “Team Jack Foundation,” which has
raised more than $4 million dollars to fight pediatric brain cancer since 2013.
Rex recently hosted a fund raiser this past offseason at his high school alma ma-
ter that raised roughly $45,000. In 2013, Jack Hoffman’s touchdown run during
Nebraska's spring football scrimmage went viral and earned him an ESPY award.

OL MARCUS CANNON

On April 20, 2011, just days before Texas Christian offensive line prospect Mar-
cus Cannon was to enter the NFL Draft, he was diagnosed with non-Hodgkin's
lymphoma, a treatable form of cancer found in lymph tissue. A little more than
one week later, the Patriots selected Cannon in the fifth round (138th overall)
of the draft with the knowledge of his illness. The Patriots placed Cannon on
the Reserve,/Non Football Injury list to start the 2011 season while he received
treatment and recovered. Cannon was activated to the 53-man roster later that
year and is now in his seventh season with the team. Cannon made a full recovery
and was named the Patriots 2011 Ed Block Courage Award winner - an annual
award presented to select players in the National Football League who are voted
by their teammates as role models of inspiration, sportsmanship and courage.

WR BRANDIN COOKS

OVERCOMING ADVERSITY

Brandin Cooks, the youngest of four children, lost his father to a heart attack at
the age of six. His mother was forced to pick up a second job at an after school
program on top of her regular 3:00 a.m. shift at a local warehouse in order to
keep food on the table for the boys. Eager to take some of the burden of raising
four boys off his mother, Brandin committed himself to athletics where he ex-
celled at both track and field, as well as football, on his way to earning a scholar-
ship to Oregon State University.

Nate played rugby at Ohio State during his first two years of college, but as an
All-American on the school’s club team, he decided to walk on to the Buckeyes
football team and finish his career with his sights set on reaching the NFL.

The Patriots came back from a 24-point deficit to defeat the Broncos, 34-31,
in overtime in a Sunday Night Football matchup on Nov. 24, 2013, marking the
largest regular season comeback win in team history, after trailing 24-0 at half-
time.

New England’s previous best comeback win was from a 23-0 deficit to win, 38-
23, vs. Seattle (9/16,/84). The Patriots also came back from 22 points down to
win at the New York Giants, 23-22 (12/21,/98). The Patriots have come from
21 points down to win four times, most recently vs. Buffalo (1/1,/12).
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PATRIOTS IN THE PLAYOFFS
