GIANTS CELEBRATE 2511 ANNIVERSARY OF SUPER BOWL XXV
The Giants are celebrating the 25th anniversary of one of their most successful and memorable teams in
franchise history, the 1990 squad that won Super Bowl XXV. In 1990, the Giants won their first 10 games
and finished the regular season with a 13-3 record. They routed the Chicago Bears in an NFC Divisional
Playoff Game, 31-3. The following week, Matt Bahr's 42-yard field goal as time expired gave the Giants a
15-13 victory over the two-time defending champion 49ers in San Francisco in the conference champion-
ship game. The Giants won their second title in five seasons when they defeated the Buffalo Bills, 20-19,
in the Super Bowl. The 1990 Giants featured two current members of the Pro Football Hall of Fame, head
coach Bill Parcells and linebacker Lawrence Taylor. Quarterback Phil Simms started the first 14 games
before he suffered a foot injury and was relieved by Jeff Hostetler. The team also included running back
Ottis Anderson, the Super Bowl MVP, plus Carl Banks, Pepper Johnson and Leonard Marshall on defense.

*Tom Coughlin won his 101st regular-season game as
the Giants" head coach, and the 169th of his career. He
is in 12th place on the NFL's career list, one win behind
Mike Shanahan.

*The Giants improved to 5-4 and stayed in first place
in the NFC East.

*The Giants rushed for 114 yards, their second-highest
total of the season; they ran for 132 yards in their vic-
tory over Dallas on Oct. 25.

*The Giants did not allow Eli Manning to get sacked. It
was the third time this season Manning was not sacked
(also in home victories over Washington and San Fran-
(isco).

*The Giants punted just once, the first time that's hap-
pened since Nov. 7, 2010, in a 41-7 victory at Seattle.

*The Giants converted nine of 15 third-down opportu-
nities, the third time this season they had at least nine
conversions in a game. They had a season-high 10
against Atlanta on Sept. 20, and nine vs. San Francisco.

*Eli Manning set a franchise record with his 96th regular-
season victory as the Giants' starting quarterback. He had
shared the mark with Phil Simms, who won 95 games in
15 seasons from 1979-93. Manning is in his 12th season.

*Manning completed 26 of 40 passes for 213 yards, two
touchdowns and two interceptions. Manning threw six
touchdown passes last week in New Orleans. The eight
touchdown throws is the highest two-game fotal in one
season in his career, surpassing the seven he had on Oct.
25-Nov 7, 2010, when he had four ot Dallas and three
in Seattle.

*Manning’s touchdown passes were an eight-yarder to
Rueben Randle in the first quarter, and a four-yarder to
Shane Vereen in the second. It was the third touchdown of
the season for each player, and each matched their 2014
season fotal.

*Manning played in his 179th career game, tying him
with former offensive lineman Greg Larson (1961-73) for
seventh place on the team’s career list.
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*0dell Beckham Jr. led the Giants with nine
catches for 105 yards. The nine receptions were his

season high, and his highest total since he had 12
in the 2014 season finale against Philadelphia.

*The nine receptions increased Beckham's career
total to 150 in 21 games. He shattered the NFL re-
cord for fewest games needed to reach 150 catches
by 4 games.

*Beckham added to his Giants record for most catches
by receiver in first two seasons with the Giants. Plaxico
Burress had 139 in 2005-06.

*Beckham exceeded 100 receiving yards for the second
game in row, the fourth time this season, and the 11th
time in his two-year career.

*Beckham's 105 yards increased his career total to
2,064 receiving yards, enabling him to tie (Bill Gro-
man) for the NFL record for fewest games (21) to
2,000.

*In his first game action of the season, Jason
Pierre-Paul started at right defensive end. JPP was
credited with two solo tackles, and two quarterback
hits.

*Cornerback Trevin Wade scored a 5-yard fumble
return on the game's final play.

*Wade score the Giants' fourth defensive touch-
down of the season. The others were fumble and
interception returns by Dominique Rodgers-
Cromartie, and an interception return last week by
Trumaine McBride. Last season, the Giants had just
one defensive fouchdown

*Jasper Brinkley and Jonathan Casillas started for
the second game in a row at middle and weakside
linebacker. Brinkley led the Giants with seven tack-
les (five solo), including one for a loss. Casillas was
right behind him six solo tackles.

*Brinkley also had a forced fumble and a fumble recov-
ery, the latter a career first.

*Josh Brown made all four of his field goal attempts, from 35, 35, 53 and 44 yards. He extended his Giants record to
23 consecutive successful attempts, including all 19 this season. He last missed an attempt on Dec. 21, 2014, when his
29-yard try at St. Louis was blocked.

*It was the 13th time in Brown's three seasons with the Giants that he kicked at least three field goals in a game, and
the fifth time he booted at least four. This was his second four-field goal game of the season; he kicked four at Dallas
on Sept. 13.

*The 53-yarder was Brown's second field goal this season of af least 50 yards (he had a 50-yarder at Dallas), and his
longest since he kicked a 53-yarder vs. Philadelphia on Dec. 28, 2014.

Super Bowl XLIl had a perfect ending, but the unexpeced

The Giants upset the previously undefeated New England
Patriots, 17-14, in Super Bowl XLII in University of Phoenix
Stadium in Glendale, Ariz. The Giants won their third cham-
pionship of the Super Bowl era — the first in 17 years - and
seventh overall in what will surely be remembered as one of
the most exciting fitle games in NFL history. It was the first
of 42 Super Bowls in which the lead changed hands three
times in the fourth quarter. Plaxico Burress scored the game-
winning points with only 35 seconds remaining on a 13-yard
pass from Manning. The score concluded a 12-play, 83-yard
drive that commenced immediately after New England had
taken a 14-10 lead with less than three minutes remaining.
Manning, voted the game's most valuable player, completed
19 of 34 passes for 255 yards, two touchdowns and an inter-
ception, which deflected off Steve Smith’s hands.

David Tyree scored the Giants’ first touchdown and made
an unbelievable catch on the game-winning drive. Ahmad
Bradshaw and Brandon Jacobs combined for 87 rush-

84 yards and Smith added five for 50 yards. Lawrence Tynes
kicked a 32-yard field goal, which ultimately proved to be
the deciding points. The Giants' defense was magnificent.
New England averaged almost 37 points a game in the
regular season. The Giants held them to 14. The Patriots
averaged 411.3 yards a game, but fotaled only 274 in the
Super Bowl.

The Patriots rushed for only 45 yards and did not have a
run longer than nine yards. Tom Brady was sacked five
times. Brady's six-yard touchdown pass to Randy Moss gave
the Pats a 14-10 lead with just 2:42 remaining. Cornerback
Corey Webster slipped on the play and New England reached
the end zone at the end of a 12-play, 80-yard drive.

Manning responded by completing five of nine passes for
77 yards on the game-winning drive. The one everyone will
long remember came on a third-and-five from the Giants’
44. Manning, seemingly about to be sacked, escaped, stead-
ied himself and fired a pass down the middle of the field for
Tyree, who was closely covered by safety Rodney Harrison.
Both players jumped for the ball, which somehow landed
on top of Tyree's helmet. But the receiver wrestled the ball
away from Harrison for what may well be the greatest catch
in Super Bowl history. The 32-yard gain gave the Giants a
first down at the New England 24. Three players later, Smith
picked up a huge first down and Manning followed with the
game-winning throw fo Burress.

In a game with an eerily similar conclusion to the finishes
of Super Bowls XLII and XLVI, Eli Manning threw two
touchdown passes in the final 3:03, including the one-
yard game-winner to Jake Ballard with just 15 seconds
left, as the Giants defeated the Patriofs, 24-20, three
months before the teams met in the Super Bowl.

The teams traded the lead three times in the fourth
quarter, just as they did in their first Super Bowl clash.
In that game, the Giants ruined New England's perfect
season. This time, they ended the Patriots’ 20-game
regular

season home winning streak.

New England took a three-point lead on Tom Brady's
14-yard touchdown pass to tight end Rob Gronkowski
with 1:36 remaining. Manning and the Giants responded
with an 80-yard drive that was highlighted by Ballard's
terrific 28-yard reception on third-and-10. Four plays
and a pass interference penalty later, Manning found
Ballard for the winning touchdown.

Manning completed 20 of 39 passes for 250 yards — 179

in the second half.

Neither team scored a point in the first half and the
third quarter ended with the Giants holding a 10-3
lead. The

Patriots took their first lead at 13-10 with 708 remain-
ing. Manning led the Giants on an eight-play, 85-yard
drive that was aided by a 35-yard pass interference
penalty on Kyle Arrington. It ended when Manning
floated a perfect 10-yard touchdown pass to Mario
Manningham on third-and-five for a 17-13 lead, a
precursor to the thrilling finish.

Tom Coughlin is one of the finest, most successful, and
most admired coaches in NFL history.

His signature achievements are the Giants' victories
against the New England Patriots in Super Bowls XLII and
XLVI. Coughlin’s 2-0 record in Super Bowls makes him the
13th head coach to win multiple Super Bowls and is one of
18 coaches with a perfect Super Bowl record.

Coughlin was named the 16th head coach in Giants history
on January 6, 2004. This season marks Coughlin’s 12th
with the Giants and 20th as an NFL head coach. Coughlin
has the NFL's third-longest head coaching fenure with one
team, behind New England’s Bill Belichick (entering his
15th season with the team) and Cincinnati’s Marvin Lewis
(entering his 12th).

In his 20 years at the helm of an NFL team (12 years with
the Giants & 8 years with the Jaguars), Coughlin holds an
overall career record of 181-151. In his 12 years with New
York, Coughlin has a 101-84 record with the team. In the
postseason Coughlin has produced a 12-7 record (.632),
including victories in Super Bowl XLII & XLVI.

Last year, Coughlin passed Mike Holmgren (161 career
victories) and Jeff Fisher (163 career victories) to move
into 13th place on the NFL's career coaching list. He has
169 victories and needs three victories to crack the top 10.

Coughlin’s eight Giants postseason victories tie him with
Parcells for the franchise record. Coughlin has led the Gi-
ants to two NFC East titles and five playoff berths in nine
years.

BILL BELICHICK
NFL Record: 241-118 (Overall)
NFL Head Coach: 21st year

Bill Belichick is in his 41st season as an NFL coach and won
his fourth Super Bowl last season, tying Pittsburgh’s Chuck
Noll for most Super Bowl wins by a head coach. Belichick
is one of only five head coaches with four or more titles
in NFL history. He is also the only head coach in NFL his-
tory to win three Super Bowl championships in a four-year
span.

He leads all active coaches and is currently fourth all-time
with 240 total victories as a head coach. Patriot’s Chair-
man and CEQ Robert Kraft hired Belichick on January 27,
2000.

Belichick has delivered New England four Super Bowl
championships, six conference titles, 12 division crowns
and 21 playoff victories, while posting an overall record
of 201-73.

Belichick directed the Patriots to victories in Super Bowls
XXXVI (2001), XXXVIII (2003), XXXIX (2004) and XLIX
(2014), and in 2007 he became the first NFL head coach to
guide his team to a 16-0 regular season.

Belichick has led the Patriots to a winning record in each
of the last 14 seasons. His 22 career playoff wins are the
most all-time among head coaches, while New England's
14 playoff victories from 2000-09 are tied for the most in
any decade in NFL history.

Belichick has 241 career wins and a career winning per-
centage of .670, placing third in NFL history among all
NFL coaches with at least 150 career victories.

Additionally, Belichick is the first head coach in NFL history
to lead a team to three straight 500-point seasons (2010-
12) and the Patriots are the first franchise in NFL history
to score 500 or more points in four seasons (2007-589,
2010-518, 2011-513, and 2012-557).

FOXBORO, Mass. — The teams traded the lead three
times in the fourth quarter, just as they did 46 months
ago in the Super Bowl. Last time, the Giants' ruined New
England’s perfect season. On Sunday, they ended the
Patriots’ 20-game regular season home winning streak.

Manning threw two fouchdown passes in the final 3:03.

He completed 20 of 39 passes for 250 yards — 179 in the
dedisive second half. He has led the Giants fo three victories
in a row — and five this season — after facing a fourth-
quarter deficit or tie.

Neither team scored a point in the first half and the third
quarter ended with the Giants holding a 10-3 lead. The
Patriots took their first lead at 13-10 with 7:08 remaining.

Manning led the Giants on an eight-play, 85-yard drive that
was aided by a 35-yard pass inferference penalty on Kyle
Arrington. It ended when Manning floated a perfect 10-yard
touchdown pass to Mario Manningham on third-and-five
for a 17-13 lead.

The Patriots took possession at their 36. Tom Brady, who
has led the Patriots to 32 victories after facing a fourth-
quarter deficit, seemed to add to his legacy when he hit tight
end Ron Gronkowski with a 14-yard touchdown pass with
only 1:36 left — on fourth-and-nine, no less.

After a touchback, the Giants took over at their 20. The drive
started with a 19-yard pass to Victor Cruz. Two incomple-
tions left them with a third-and-10. Manning, who was not
sacked in the game, threw down the center of the field for
Ballard, who turned his head and caught the ball almost
simultaneously.

After Manning scrambled for 12 yards, Sergio Brown was
penalized for inferfering with Cruz in the end zone, putting
the ball at the one.

Thirty seconds remained. A pass to Ballard fell short.
Brandon Jacobs was stopped for no gain. The Giants used
their last timeout with 19 seconds left. When play resumed,
Manning faked a handoff before firing to Ballard, who
caught the game-winner near the back-left portion of the
end zone.
