NASHVILLE — The Tennessee Titans (0-0) open the regular season this week by hosting the defending
AFC Champion New England Patriots (0-0). Kickoff at LP Field (capacity 69,143) is scheduled for noon
CDT on Sunday, Sept. 9.

This is the second time the two clubs have met in Week 1 and the first occasion since 1975, when the
then-Oilers began their season with a 7-0 victory over New England, one of 15 shutouts in franchise history.
All-time on opening day, the Titans/Oilers are 27-25.

THE BROADCAST

This week’s game will be televised regionally on CBS, including Nashville affiliate WTVF News-
Channel 5. Jim Nantz will handle play-by-play duties, while Phil Simms provides analysis.

The Titans Radio Network, including Nashville flagship 104.5 The Zone, will broadcast the game
across the Mid-South with the “Voice of the Titans” Mike Keith, color commentator Frank Wycheck,
sideline reporter Cody Allison and gameday host Larry Stone.

Additionally, Sports USA will broadcast the game to a national radio audience. Eli Gold (play-by-
play) and Ross Tucker (analyst) have the call.

MUNCHAK ENTERS YEAR TWO

The Titans begin their second season under head coach Mike Munchak, who is in his 31st overall
season with the franchise. Last year, the former offensive line coach and Hall of Fame guard led the Titans
to a second-place finish in the AFC South with a 9-7 record. They finished a game behind the 10-6 division
champion Houston Texans and narrowly missed out on a Wild Card playoff berth.

The Titans concluded their preseason slate last week with a 10-6 win over the New Orleans Saints.
After dropping their first game of the preseason at Seattle, they came back with consecutive wins against
Tampa Bay, Arizona and New Orleans.

Prior to the third game of the preseason, Munchak announced that Jake Locker would be the
team’s starting quarterback in 2012. Locker, the eighth overall pick in the 2011 NFL Draft, served as a
back-up to Matt Hasselbeck as a rookie. The former Washington Husky passed for 542 yards and four
touchdowns without throwing an interception and added a rushing touchdown in limited playing time.

THE PATRIOTS

In 2011, the Patriots won their fifth conference title and ninth AFC East crown in the last 12 years
under head coach Bill Belichick. They advanced to Super Bowl XLVI, where they lost to the New York
Giants by a slim 21-17 margin. The Patriots have won three Super Bowls during Belichick’s tenure.

Tom Brady has been under center for each of those title teams. The two-time NFL MVP is entering
his 13th season since being selected out of Michigan in the sixth round of the 2000 draft. In 2011, he
passed for 5,235 yards, claiming one of five 5,000-yard passing seasons in NFL history.

New England was 1-3 during the preseason, including last week’s 6-3 defeat at the hands of the
Giants. However, the Patriots rested virtually all of their starters in the loss.

“CODE BLUE” IN EFFECT THIS WEEK

This week’s contest is a “Code Blue” game for the Titans. Fans are encouraged to wear Titans light
blue to work and school during the week, as well as to the game Sunday, and Tennessee Farm Bureau
Insurance will provide all fans in attendance at LP Field with Titans Code Blue hats.

On Friday, Sept. 7, the Titans are partnering with The Tennessean to present the Code Blue Season
Kick-off Pep Rally at Music City Walk of Fame Park in downtown Nashville from 4-7:30 p.m. The free,
public event will feature appearances by Titans Cheerleaders, T-Rac and players, a kids area, musical
performances and prizes for fans.

More Code Blue elements will be announced later in the week. This is the fifth consecutive season
the Titans have held a Code Blue game.

YWCA “UNDIE SUNDAY” DRIVE

Fans attending the game are encouraged to participate in the “Undie Sunday” charitable drive ben-
efitting the YWCA Weaver Domestic Violence Shelter. The YWCA and the Titans are asking fans to
provide much-needed new women’s undergarments for shelter residents, including all sizes of underwear,
bras and socks. Volunteers will be stationed at several drop sites around LP Field to collect donations.

Several players are scheduled to make their regular-season de-
buts in a Titans uniform, including free agent signees DE Kamerion
Wimbley and G Steve Hutchinson and first-round draft pick WR
Kendall Wright.

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TITANS-PATRIOTS SERIES HISTORY ALL-TIME SERIES RESULTS

The Houston Oilers and Boston Patriots were charter members of the American Football
League in 1960. In the league’s inaugural season, the QOilers swept both games, winning 24-10
in New England and 37-21 in Houston. The teams met 20 times as part of the AFL (1960-69),
with the Patriots earning a 10-9-1 advantage.

Upon the AFL-NFL merger in 1970, the Oilers moved to the AFC Central Division, and the
Patriots began play in the AFC East. They officially became the New England Patriots in 1971.

Since 1989, the Patriots and Titans have met nine times, and all but two of those games
were played in New England.

Most recently, the Titans suffered the worst loss in franchise history with a 59-0 defeat
in a snowy Gillette Stadium on Oct. 18, 2009. In the victory, Patriots quarterback Tom Brady
passed for 380 yards and six touchdowns. The win gave the Patriots a 22-16-1 overall advan-
tage in the series.

The last time they played at LP Field was the 2006 regular-season finale, when the Titans
needed a victory against the Patriots to clinch a playoff berth. However, a 40-23 loss dropped
their record to 8-8 and ended their Wild Card hopes.

Prior to the 2006 meeting, the clubs met in New England in a 2003 AFC Divisional Playoff
game at Gillette Stadium. In the coldest game in Oilers/Titans history (four degrees at kickoff),
the Titans fell to the Patriots by a final score of 17-14. The game was tied at 14 going into the
fourth quarter, but Adam Vinatieri booted a 46-yard field goal with four minutes to play that
would prove to be the game-winner. Tennessee had a shot at the end as Drew Bennett caught
two passes from Steve McNair in the final two minutes, but a third pass to Bennett fell incom-
plete on fourth-and-12, ending the drive. New England advanced to the AFC Championship
and then won Super Bowl XXVIII.

The 2003 playoff game was the second postseason contest between the teams. Ina 1978
Divisional Playoff contest, the Oilers traveled to Schaefer Stadium and advanced with a 31-14
win, courtesy of three touchdown passes by Dan Pastorini and 118 rushing yards by Earl
Campbell.

In Week 6 of the 2009 season, the New England Patriots took early control of a game
played in wintry conditions and defeated the Titans 59-0, the largest margin of defeat in Titans
history.

A thin layer of snow blanketed the Gillette Stadium turf at kickoff. The official temperature
was listed at 39 degrees with the wind gusting up to 24 miles per hour, but it took little time for
Patriots quarterback Tom Brady to heat up. Brady completed 29 of 34 passes in the game for
380 yards, six touchdowns and no interceptions (152.8 rating).

Three of his touchdown passes went to Randy Moss, who had 129 yards, and two
touchdowns went to Wes Welker, who recorded a game-high 150 yards receiving.

By halftime, the Patriots led the Titans 45-0. They gained 436 yards in the first half,
including 345 through the air. Nine consecutive drives resulted in Patriots scores, including five
consecutive touchdowns in the second quarter.

The final tally for the Patriots included 619 yards, including 426 through the air. By
contrast, the Titans had 186 total yards, including minus-seven net passing yards.

Although the Patriots missed a 40-yard field goal attempt on their opening possession,
they took the early lead on their next series. On the fifth play of a 79-yard drive, Laurence
Maroney took a handoff and went 45 yards for a touchdown.

Later in the first quarter, the Patriots drove 63 yards on seven plays. The drive stalled at
the 15-yard line, however, and they settled for a 33-yard field goal by Stephen Gostkowski.

In the second quarter, three consecutive turnovers by the Titans in the slippery conditions
resulted in touchdowns by the Patriots.

After a LenDale White fumble, which was recovered by defensive back Jonathan
Wilhite, the Patriots extended their lead to 17-0 on a flea flicker from Brady to Moss.

The Titans lost the ball on their next possession when Kerry Collins was unable to handle
the snap from Kevin Mawae. Two plays, later, Brady connected with Moss again, this time for
a 28-yard touchdown.

Then, from the Tennessee 37-yard line, Collins attempted a deep pass to Nate
Washington, but Patriots cornerback Darius Butler was there for an interception. Four plays
into the ensuing drive, Brady dumped the ball to Kevin Faulk on a screen pass, and Faulk went
38 yards for a touchdown and 31-0 lead with 6:30 remaining in the second quarter.

Brady added touchdown passes of 30 and five yards to Welker, the second coming just
after the two-minute warning in the second quarter.

Early in the second half, the Patriots maintained their pace. They took the opening kickoff
in the third quarter and drove 65 yards on nine plays, culminating with a nine-yard touchdown
pass from Brady to Moss.

Patriots back-up quarterback Brian Hoyer tacked on a one-yard touchdown run late in the
third quarter for the game’s final score.

Bill Belichick enters his 13th season as head coach of the Patriots and
38th season as an NFL coach. Belichick is the only head coach in NFL history
to win three Super Bowl championships in a four-year span. He currently ranks
ninth all time with 192 total victories as a head coach. Through 12 seasons,
Belichick has delivered three Super Bowl championships, five conference titles,
nine division crowns and 16 playoff victories, while posting an overall record of
155-59. Belichick directed the Patriots to victories in Super Bowls XXXVI (2001),
XXXVIII (2003) and XXXIX (2004), and in 2007 he became the only NFL head
coach to guide his team to a 16-0 regular season.

In 2011, Belichick guided the Patriots to a 13-3 record, his fifth AFC Con-
ference Championship and the team’s ninth division title in 12 years. The 2011
AFC Championship was Bill Belichick’s fifth conference championship as a head
coach. Under Belichick’s guidance, the Patriots finished the 2011 season with
6,848 total net yards, setting a new franchise record for most total net yards in a
season. That total is fourth all-time in NFL history.

In 2010, Belichick led a very young squad to an NFL-best 14-2 record, a
division title, its eighth playoff appearance in his 11 seasons as New England’s
head coach and received several major awards in the process. In 2009, the Pa-
triots finished the season with a 10-6 record, claiming the AFC East division for
the seventh time in nine years. The Patriots won more than half of their games in
2009 for the ninth straight year and were the first team to do so in nine straight
seasons since free agency began in 1993.

In 2008, Belichick led the Patriots to an 11-5 record — the team’s sixth
straight season with 10 or more wins and its eighth consecutive year with a win-
ning record. In 2007, Coach Belichick earned Associated Press NFL Coach of
the Year honors as the Patriots became the fourth team in the league’s 90-year
history to complete an undefeated regular season.

In 2006, Belichick directed the Patriots to a berth in the AFC Championship
game for the third time in four years and for the fourth time in six seasons. In
2005, New England won 11 games despite being forced to use 45 different start-
ers, an NFL record for a division champion. New England capped off the 2004
season with another memorable playoff run, culminating in a 24-21 victory over
the Philadelphia Eagles in Super Bowl XXXIX.

In 2001, his second season in charge, the Patriots rebounded from a 5-11
record in 2000 to improve to 11- 5, tying what was then the franchise regular-sea-
son record for wins. With a 20-17 victory over the Rams in Super Bowl XXXVI,
the Patriots tied the franchise’s then-record of 14 overall wins. In 2003 and 2004,
the Patriots eclipsed those marks in each season, posting identical 14-2 records
in the regular season and notching 17 total wins and a Super Bowl title in each
year.

Belichick launched his coaching career in 1975 with the Baltimore Colts
and continued as an assistant coach with Detroit (1976-77), Denver (1978) and
the New York Giants (1979-1990).

Since 1978 when the NFL went to the
16-game schedule, and excluding the ab-
breviated season of 1982, teams that are
victorious on Kickoff Weekend are more
than twice as likely to reach the playoffs
than losers of an opening game. Of the
490 teams which won openers, 258 (52.7%) went to the playoffs (152 won division titles). Of
the 490 teams which lost openers,111 (22.7%) went to the playoffs (66 won division titles).

The trend held true in 2011, when seven of the 12 playoff teams — Baltimore, Cincinnati,
Detroit, Green Bay, Houston, New England and San Francisco — were victorious on Kickoff
Weekend.

Since 1978, the Titans have won their opener 17 times. In those seasons, they have
made the playoffs nine times (52.9%) and missed the playoffs eight times (47.1%). The Ti-
tans have lost their opener 16 times since 1978, and in those seasons, they have made the
playoffs seven times (46.7%) and missed the playoffs nine times (56.3%).

In 2011, the Titans lost to the Jaguars at Jacksonville in the opener by a final score of
16-14. They went on to narrowly miss the playoffs with a 9-7 record.

The Titans concluded their 2012 preseason schedule with a 10-6
victory over the New Orleans Saints at LP Field.

On a night when both teams chose to rest several players—the Saints
had 26 players out of action—the Titans limited the Saints to a pair of first-half
field goals. Although the Saints gained 362 total yards, they were only 2-of-
14 on third downs, and more importantly, the Titans forced four turnovers.

Saints quarterback Sean Canfield, listed third on the team’s depth
chart, played the entire contest and was 31-0f-45 passing for 288 yards.
But he was sacked three times and was victimized twice on interceptions.

Meanwhile, Titans starter Jake Locker played most of the first half and
had nine completions for 81 yards on 16 attempts.

Locker was surrounded by most of the regulars from the offensive
lineup during his time in the game, but on the defensive side, there were
seven regular starters out of action for the Titans.

The Titans wasted little time in taking advantage of the Saints’ first
miscue. On the game’s third play from scrimmage, Titans cornerback
Alterraun Verner knocked the ball out of the hands of running back Travaris
Cadet and also recovered the fumble. After Locker and the Tennessee
offense were stopped inside the 10-yard line, they settled for a 24-yard field
goal by Rob Bironas.

The Saints then scored twice on field goals to take the lead. They
initially tied the score with 30 seconds remaining in the first quarter after
a 60-yard drive yielded a 38-yard field goal by Garrett Hartley. Then,
midway through the second quarter, they went up 6-3 on a 21-yard field
goal to conclude a 10-play, 78-yard drive.

The Titans appeared ready to at least tie the score on the ensuing

drive only to come up empty. Jake Locker completed passes of 16 yards to
Kendall Wright and 18 yards to Jared Cook. Then, from the New Orleans
13, Locker scrambled toward the end zone. He made it to the seven-yard
line before being stripped of the ball by safety Isa Abdul-Quddus, and
cornerback Elbert Mack scooped it up for the Saints.

In the third quarter, Titans linebacker Tim Shaw intercepted a pass
to once again set the Titans up in New Orleans territory. Reserve running
back Jamie Harper motored 17 yards on a carry, and three plays later, he
stretched the ball across the goal line on a one-yard touchdown run. The
scoring play was reviewed and upheld.

In the fourth quarter, two consecutive possessions by New Orleans
ended on Tennessee’s half of the field following turnovers. Cornerback
Tommie Campbell first intercepted a Canfield pass on fourth down, and on
the next drive, rookie defensive tackle DaJohn Harris forced and recovered
a fumble on a sack.

The Saints mounted one final two-minute attack, but time expired with
the Saints on the Tennessee 30-yard line.

NOTES FROM LAST WEEK’S GAME

DEFENSIVE IMPACT IN PRESEASON: While the Titans ranked 11" in the
NFL during the preseason with 293.5 yards allowed per game, they ranked
even higher in other categories. They were first in the league with eight
interceptions, tied for second with five fumble recoveries, and tied for fifth
with 13 sacks.

PASS PROTECTION HOLDS UP: During the 2011 regular season, the
Titans tied for second in the NFL in pass protection by allowing only 24
sacks. The trend continued during the 2012 preseason, when they tied for
first in the league with only three allowed sacks.

TITANS TOTAL FOUR TAKEAWAYS: With two interceptions and two
fumble recoveries against the Saints, the Titans finished the preseason at
plus-seven in turnover differential. The Titans turned the ball over once on
a Jake Locker fumble versus New Orleans. The previous week against the
Cardinals, the Titans totaled five takeaways.

LOCKER IN THE PRESEASON: Jake Locker played well into the second
quarter against the Saints. He completed nine of 16 passes for 81 yards
(70.1 rating). In four preseason games, Locker was 31-of-60 for 316 yards,
two touchdowns, one interception and a passer rating of 71.3.

DAWSON TAKES SACK LEAD: Defensive end Keyunta Dawson notched
two sacks against the Saints to finish the preseason with a team-high three
sacks. The total tied for ninth in the NFL during the preseason. Dawson,
who received his first preseason start, notched a four-yard sack of Saints
quarterback Sean Canfield in the first quarter. Late in the fourth quarter,
he dropped Canfield for an 11-yard loss. Dawson, a five-year veteran who
was signed as a free agent in the offseason, recorded a sack earlier in the
preseason at Tampa Bay.

SHAW'’S INTERCEPTION PROVIDES SPARK: In the second half, reserve
middle linebacker Tim Shaw intercepted a Sean Canfield pass and
returned the ball 12 yards. Seven plays later, the Titans took the lead on a
Jamie Harper touchdown run. For the game, Shaw led the Titans with 14
tackles, the most by a Titans player during the preseason.

BROWN TAKES PRESEASON TACKLE LEAD: Rookie linebacker Zach
Brown was credited with nine tackles against the Saints. In four preseason
games, the second-round pick out of North Carolina led the Titans with a
total of 24 tackles. The total ranked second in the NFL during the preseason,
trailing only Dallas’ Alex Albright (27).

HARPER’S TD: For the second consecutive week, running back Jamie
Harper scored a touchdown. In the third quarter, he rumbled into the end
zone on a one-yard carry. In the previous game against the Cardinals, he
provided the game-winning score on a 16-yard touchdown run.

CAMPBELL'’S PICK: The Saints faced a fourth-and-three at the Tennessee
42 at the 10-minute mark of the fourth quarter. Sean Canfield attempted a
pass to Courtney Roby, but cornerback Tommie Campbell was there to
make his first interception of the preseason. The takeaway marked eight
interceptions for the Titans during the preseason.

SACK., FORCED FUMBLE AND RECOVERY: In the fourth quarter, rookie
defensive tackle DaJohn Harris recorded one of the key plays of the game.
On a third-and-six from the Tennessee 43-yard line, he not only sacked
Sean Canfield but also forced and recovered a fumble.

ROOKIE WRIGHT LEADS IN PRESEASON: With one catch for 16 yards
against New Orleans, rookie wide receiver Kendall Wright finished the
preseason leading the team with nine receptions and 116 total receiving
yards.

REYNAUD’S PRESEASON WRAP: Running back/returner Darius
Reynaud was the team’s preseason leader in rushing yards (146), rushing
average (6.1), punt return yards (152), punt return average (25.3—also a
league high) and kickoff return average (33.3). His combined total of 456
yards during the preseason ranked fourth in the NFL.

McCARTHY LEADS NFL: Titans middle linebacker Colin McCarthy led
the NFL during the preseason with three interceptions.

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TITANS 2012 STORYLINES

» WILL MUNCHAK KEEP THE MOMENTUM GOING?
Mike Munchak is in his second season as the team’s head coach.
Munchak, the 16th head coach in franchise history, enters his 31st sea-
son with the organization. He enjoyed a 12-year playing career (1982-
93), three seasons as an offensive assistant/quality control coach (1994-
96) and 14 seasons as the club’s offensive line coach (1997-2010) prior
to accepting a promotion to head coach in February 2011.

» FOUR NEW COACHES ADDED TO STAFF
Munchak’s assistant coaching staff includes 13 members who were with
the club in 2011. There are five new assistant coaches: Brett Maxie
(secondary), Steve Brown (assistant secondary), Jonathan Gannon
(defensive quality control), Nate Kaczor (assistant offensive line) and
Keith Millard (defensive assistant/pass rush specialist).

» WEBSTER’S FIRST YEAR AS GENERAL MANAGER
Ruston Webster is in his first season as general manager. He was
named to the post on Jan. 18, the same day former G.M. Mike Reinfeldt
was promoted to chief operating officer. Prior to his arrival in Tennes-
see in 2010 as vice president of player personnel, Webster gained 22
years of personnel experience split between the Seattle Seahawks and
the Tampa Bay Buccaneers.

» LOCKER WINS THE STARTING QUARTERBACK JOB

On Aug. 20, head coach Mike Munchak named Jake Locker the team’s
starting quarterback. Locker inherits the job from veteran Matt Hassel-
beck, who is entering his 14th NFL season. He joined the Titans as an
unrestricted free agent in 2011 and proceeded to start all 16 games while
posting for the fourth-highest passing total (3,571 yards) in franchise his-
tory. Locker was the eighth overall draft pick in 2011 and was impressive
in limited action as a rookie, passing for 542 yards and four touchdowns
without an interception. The former Washington Husky added a rushing
touchdown.

» CAN WRIGHT AND OTHER ROOKIES CONTRIBUTE IMMEDIATELY?
Wide receiver Kendall Wright headlines a seven-member Titans draft
class in 2012. During his college career at Baylor, Wright set school
records with 302 career receptions, 4,004 receiving yards and 30 touch-
down catches. This year’s draft class also includes former North Carolina
linebacker Zach Brown (second round), Michigan defensive tackle Mike
Martin (third round), Clemson cornerback Coty Sensabaugh (fourth
round), Southern Methodist tight end Taylor Thompson (fifth round),
Oklahoma State safety Markelle Martin (sixth round) and Rice defensive
end Scott Solomon (seventh round).

» HUTCHINSON AND WIMBLEY LOOKING TO ADD LEADERSHIP
Two marquee free agent acquisitions, guard Steve Hutchinson and de-
fensive end Kamerion Wimbley, were added to the roster early in the
offseason and are expected to provide immediate dividends at the line
of scrimmage and in the locker room. Hutchinson is a veteran of 11
previous seasons, including his first five years with the Seattle Seahawks
followed by six campaigns with the Minnesota Vikings. In his career he
has earned seven Pro Bowl berths (2003-09), five first-team All-Pro se-
lections (2003, 2005, 2007-09). Wimbley, who played the last two cam-
paigns in Oakland after four years at the start of his career in Cleveland,
has totaled 42.5 career sacks in 94 regular season starts. He played
mostly outside linebacker in 3-4 schemes with the Raiders and Browns,
but he will line up exclusively at defensive end for the Titans.

> WILL THE RUNNING GAME BOUNCE BACK?
Running back Chris Johnson looks to return to form in his fifth NFL sea-
son. Johnson, who has more rushing yards than any other NFL player
since the start of the 2008 campaign, finished 2011 with 1,047 rushing
yards, the lowest total of his career. In 2012, he receives the benefits of a
complete offseason in the Titans training program and the first offseason
in offensive coordinator Chris Palmer’s system.

» CAN BRITT RETURN FROM INJURY?

The Titans are hoping wide receiver Kenny Britt returns to form from
an injury that ended his 2011 season prematurely. Britt was off to the
best start of his three-year career, totaling 17 receptions for 289 yards
and three touchdowns, prior to tearing his right ACL against the Denver
Broncos on Sept. 25. With 701 receiving yards as a rookie in 2009 and
775 yards in his second campaign, Britt became the first player for the
franchise to lead the squad in receiving yards in each of his first two sea-
sons since wide receiver Chris Sanders from 1995 to 1996.

Wide receiver Kendall Wright was the 20th pick in the 2012 NFL Draft.

» HOW MUCH FIREPOWER DO THEY HAVE?

Several returning cast members enjoyed career-best seasons in 2011,
including wide receiver Nate Washington and tight end Jared Cook.
Washington, in his third campaign with the Titans and seventh overall
NFL season in 2011, led the team and set new career highs with 74 re-
ceptions, 1,023 receiving yards and seven receiving touchdowns. He be-
came the first Titans player to reach the 1,000-yard receiving mark since
Drew Bennett and Derrick Mason each reached the plateau in 2004.
Cook likewise set career highs in every receiving category, totaling 759
yards and three touchdowns on 49 receptions. His yardage total ranked
second in franchise history by a tight end, finishing a close second be-
hind Frank Wycheck (768 yards in 1998). This year’s diverse Titans
offense also features Kenny Britt, Kendall Wright, Damian Williams
and Lavelle Hawkins at wide receiver and Craig Stevens and Taylor
Thompson and tight end.

» WILL LAST YEAR’S ROOKIES PROGRESS EVEN FURTHER?

Last year’s impressive defensive rookie class is in its second season.
The Titans unearthed several young players that made an immediate im-
pact in 2011, including third-round pick Jurrell Casey and fifth-rounder
Karl Klug at defensive tackle. Casey was entrenched all season as a
starter (15 starts), led the team’s defensive linemen with 74 tackles and
added 2.5 sacks. Meanwhile, Klug led the team with seven sacks, which
tied for sixth place among all NFL rookies and tied for fourth among all
NFL defensive tackles. Rookie linebackers Akeem Ayers (second-round
pick) and Colin McCarthy (fourth-round pick) also became integral parts
of the defense. Ayers, the first Tennessee rookie to start all 16 games
since safety Tank Williams in 2002, led the club’s linebackers with 88
tackles, the second-highest total for a Titans rookie since 1999 (103 by
Alterraun Verner in 2010). McCarthy was not far behind, totaling 76
tackles and a team-high eight tackles for loss despite not entering the
starting lineup until after midseason.

» WHAT NEW WRINKLES WILL JERRY GRAY SHOW?
Due to the lockout that consumed the 2011 offseason, new defensive
coordinator Jerry Gray was not afforded the time to complete his vision
for the Titans defense. His unit nevertheless finished eighth in the NFL in
points allowed. After enjoying a full offseason in 2012, he can layer more
intricacies on top of the foundation that has already been laid.

> WILL THE TITANS BE READY FOR THEIR EARLY SCHEDULE?
The Titans open the 2012 season with a clash at LP Field versus the AFC
Champion New England Patriots. It is the first date in a tough stretch to
begin the season. After the tilt with the Patriots, the Titans then go west
to face the San Diego Chargers, return home to host the Detroit Lions,
and then go to Houston for a matchup with the defending AFC South
Champion Texans.

LP FIELD UPGRADES UNVEILED

When Titans fans attend home games in 2012, they will experience
a new-look LP Field.

In August the team completed nearly $27 million worth of
improvements to the stadium, which opened in 1999. The projects
include most notably:

New high-definition video screens in the north and south end
zones four times the size of the previous screens. The video
boards measure 157 feet wide and 54 feet high, which make
them the world’s largest HD video screens in an outdoor stadium.
They are the NFL's second-largest video boards, behind only the
screens measuring 160 x 72 at Cowboys Stadium.

LED Ribbon boards now accent the east and west sides of the
stadium, providing information and graphics throughout games.

A new distributed sound system employs 800 speakers
strategically placed in proximity to each seating area throughout
the stadium. The system eliminates sound delays and delivers a
clearer, more evenly distributed sound to all fans.

A new video control room ensures that the new video screens
and sound system are supplied with the latest technology
available.

Two banks of high speed elevators — each with six cars — serve
upper deck ticket holders. The banks of elevators are located at
the south end of both the east and west sides of the stadium, and
service goes expressly from the concourse level to the upper
deck.

Fan-friendly dining and entertainment zones are being built on
the east and west sides of LP Field. These hospitality areas will
be open to fans on game or event days, and can also serve as a
reception room for up to 500 people for private functions or VIP
gatherings.

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ADAMS ONE OF NFL'S ENDURING FIGURES

In his 53rd year in 2012 as Founder, Owner,
Chairman of the Board, President and CEO of the
Titans/Oilers franchise, K.S. “Bud” Adams, Jr. re-
mains an enduring figure in the NFL. He is the most
experienced tenured owner in the National Football
League.

Since relocating the then-Houston Oilers to
Nashville in 1997, the club has earned six playoff ap-
pearances, including an AFC Championship (1999),
an AFC Central title (2000), two AFC South titles
(2002 & 2008), an additional AFC Championship ap-
pearance (2002) and Wild Card teams in 2003 and 2007.

In the 2011 season finale at Houston, the franchise reached 400 all-
time victories, including playoffs. The Titans became the 21st NFL team to
reach the mark.

Consistently fielding winning teams, the franchise earned 21 playoff
appearances in its first 50 seasons, a total that tied for sixth place among
NFL teams in that time span.

During Adams’ ownership, 67 of his players have been Pro Bowl se-
lections, including one AFL Most Valuable Player, two NFL MVP’s and five
offensive or defensive Rookies of the Year. Also, eight of Adams’ players,
including Bruce Matthews in 2007, have been inducted into the Pro Foot-
ball Hall of Fame in Canton, Ohio. In each of the past six seasons, Adams
was nominated for the Pro Football Hall of Fame as a special contributor.

Adams is a member of the Sports Hall of Fame in two different states.
He was inducted into the Tennessee Sports Hall of Fame in February 2006
and was inducted into the Texas Sports Hall of Fame in February 2010.

Adams has received numerous awards through the years. In 2011, he
was honored with the Lifetime Humanitarian Award by the T.J. Martell Foun-
dation. Since the Titans moved to Tennessee, local charities have seen
approximately $19.5 million flow into their organizations as a direct result of
the Titans and the NFL, with the great majority of the money and gifts com-
ing from Adams and the Tennessee Titans Foundation.

WEBSTER PROMOTED TO GM

After serving two seasons as vice president of
player personnel, Ruston Webster was elevated to
executive vice president/general manager on Jan.

18, 2012, the same day former G.M. Mike Rein-
feldt was promoted to chief operating officer.

In his first offseason as general manager, Web-
ster and the Titans acquired seven-time Pro Bowl
guard Steve Hutchinson, defensive end Kamer-
ion Wimbley and defensive lineman Leger Douz-
able in free agency. In the draft, the Titans upgrad-
ed their offensive speed and athleticism with the
first-round selection of Baylor wide receiver Kendall Wright, the first in a
seven-member draft class. Webster also engineered deals to retain key tal-
ent, signing tight end Craig Stevens, wide receiver Lavelle Hawkins and
safety Michael Griffin to new long-term contracts.

Prior to his arrival in Tennessee in 2010, Webster gained 22 years of
personnel experience split between the Seattle Seahawks and the Tampa
Bay Buccaneers. In his four years in Seattle, Webster was the vice presi-
dent of player personnel and oversaw the day-to-day management of the
pro personnel and college scouting departments.

Webster spent 18 years with Tampa Bay in a variety of roles, including
the director of player personnel (2005), director of college scouting (2001-
04), director of pro personnel (1989-91) and regional college scout (1988,
Northeast; 1992, South; 1993, Midwest; 1995-2000, Southwest). He was a
part of the front office staff that helped build the Super Bowl XXXVII Cham-
pion Buccaneers in 2002.

Webster started his career as a college coach with stops as a gradu-
ate assistant at Southwestern Louisiana (1985), Alabama (1986) and Tulsa
(1987).

REINFELDT ELEVATED TO C.O.O.

In 2012, Mike Reinfeldt will embark on his
32nd season in the NFL and his 14th overall season
with the Oilers/Titans franchise. This year, however,
will be his first as senior executive vice president/
chief operating officer. He was elevated to the posi-
tion on Jan. 18 after spending five seasons as ex-
ecutive vice president/general manager.

In his new role, Reinfeldt oversees all aspects
of the organization in Nashville — both football and
non-football — and reports to owner K.S. “Bud” Ad-
ams, Jr.

Originally an All-Pro safety with the Oilers from 1976-83, Reinfeldt has
logged 26 post-playing years as an executive with the Titans, Seattle Se-
ahawks, Green Bay Packers, Oakland Raiders and the University of Southern
California.

In 2011, Reinfeldt was heavily involved in identifying former offensive
line coach Mike Munchak as the team’s new head coach. In 2010, he was in-
strumental in the front-office addition of Ruston Webster, who has ascended
to the general manager role.

Under Reinfeldt's watch, the Titans used free agency to acquire key
veterans such as quarterback Matt Hasselbeck, wide receivers Justin Gage
and Nate Washington, guard Jake Scott, linebacker Will Witherspoon,
safety Jordan Babineaux and cornerback Nick Harper. In the draft, Re-
infeldt used first-round picks on safety Michael Griffin, running back Chris
Johnson, wide receiver Kenny Britt, defensive end Derrick Morgan and
quarterback Jake Locker. Seventh-round returner/wide receiver Marc Mari-
ani, went to the Pro Bowl as a seventh-round rookie in 2010.
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HEAD COACH MIKE MUNCHAK

On Feb. 7, 2011, the Tennessee Titans hired Mike Munchak to be-
come the 16th head coach in franchise history and the first who was a
former player for the team.

In his first year on the job, Munchak helped guide the Titans through
the uncertainty of the NFL lockout. Although he and his staff did not have
an offseason with the players, he guided the Titans to a 9-7 finish and a
second-place finish in the AFC South.

In the process of leading the Titans to three more wins in 2011 than
they recorded in 2010, Munchak became the sixth Titans/Oilers head coach
to reach nine wins in his first season. Of the eight NFL head coaches in
2011 who were in their first full season at their current post, only San Fran-
cisco’s Jim Harbaugh, whose team had 13 wins, finished with more wins
than Munchak.

After a 12-year playing career as a guard for the Houston Oilers,
Munchak spent three seasons as an offensive assistant/quality control
coach. He became the offensive line coach in 1997 and held that position
for 14 years. Four of his linemen totaled 10 Pro Bowl invitations, and his
offensive lines paved the way for five different running backs to total 11
1,000-yard rushing seasons.

In 2001, Munchak became the fifth franchise player to be inducted into
the Pro Football Hall of Fame. He earned nine Pro Bowl invitations during
his career and was bestowed the honor of having his Oilers No. 63 jersey
retired in 1996.

As a line coach, Munchak was acknowledged as one of the finest
teachers in the game. Only twice during his time coaching the line did he
have the benefit of starting the same starting five linemen from one year to
the next, and yet the Titans offensive lines were perennially among the best
in the NFL. His offensive line allowed the second fewest sacks (28.3 sacks
per season) in the NFL from 1997 through 2010. Additionally, the Titans
ranked seventh in the league in rushing yards (124.5 yards per game) dur-
ing the same time period. He helped Bruce Matthews, Brad Hopkins, Mi-
chael Roos and Kevin Mawae earn Pro Bowl invitations from his group in
addition to helping design protection for Pro Bowlers Eddie George, Steve
McNair, Vince Young, Kerry Collins and Chris Johnson. His group aided
McNair to NFL co-MVP (2003) and Johnson to Offensive Player of the Year
(2009) honors.

As a player, Munchak started 156 regular season games (seventh in
franchise history) and 10 playoff games for the Oilers between 1982 and
1993. Respected for his play, he was selected to the NFL's “All Decade”
team for the 1980’s. Chronic knee problems led him to retire while still at the
top of his game. In his final year, he earned All-Pro and Pro Bowl honors. A
versatile player, he started his career in a run-first offense with running back
Earl Campbell and transitioned to a pass blocker in the run-n-shoot offense
guided by quarterback Warren Moon. He retired on July 21, 1994.

A native of Scranton, Pa., Munchak was born on March 5, 1960. He
went on to graduate from Penn State University with a degree in business

Central High School, which was later consolidated, he was an
All-American selection as a fullback and defensive end, and he was ini-
tially recruited to Penn State as a defensive lineman.

» Scranton High School’s street address is 63 Mike Munchak Way.

» In addition to his enshrinement in the Pro Football Hall of Fame, Munchak
is a member of the Titans/QOilers Hall of Fame, the Pennsylvania Sports
Hall of Fame, Texas Sports Hall of Fame and Polish-American Sports
Hall of Fame. Also, he was honored as one of the 38 Sports Legends of
Houston prior to Super Bowl XXXVIII.

» Munchak hosts an annual golf tournament in Scranton to benefit the local
United Way.

» As a player with the Oilers, Munchak was also successful as a part-time
businessman. His endeavors included ownership in several Gold’s Gym
franchises and a Snapple distributorship for the Houston and Dallas ar-
eas.

» Munchak chose Bruce Matthews to introduce him at the Pro Football
Hall of Fame in 2001. In 2007, Munchak returned the favor and intro-
duced Matthews upon his enshrinement.

» Munchak was the first and only player coached by Joe Paterno at Penn
State to later become an NFL head coach.

The chart below details the team’s regular starters on the offensive line and the results it helped produce since Mike Munchak took over as of-
fensive line coach in 1997. He held the position until being named head coach in 2011. In the 14-year period from 1997 through 2010, the Titans offense
was ranked in the top 10 in fewest sacks allowed, net rushing yards and average rushing yards. In only one season (2001) with Munchak as the offensive
line coach did the Titans not finish the season ranked in the top 10 in any of the three categories.

More on Steve Hutchinson and Kamerion Wimbley:

Guard Steve Hutchinson agreed to terms with
the Titans as a free agent on March 15. The 6-foot-
5, 313-pound Hutchinson is a veteran of 11 previous
seasons, including his first five years with the Seattle
Seahawks followed by six campaigns with the Min-
nesota Vikings. In his career he has earned seven
Pro Bowl berths (2003-09) and five first-team All-Pro
selections (2003, 2005, 2007-09). He has started
157 career regular season games and an additional
eight postseason games.

During his time in Minnesota, Hutchinson
blocked for Adrian Peterson, who averaged 1,350
yards per season from 2007 through 2011 and led the league in rushing in
2008 with 1,760 yards. In Seattle, Hutchinson had similar success paving
the way for Shaun Alexander. In five years together, Alexander averaged
1,500 yards per season (7,504) and earned NFL MVP honors in 2005, when
he rushed for a league-leading 1,880 yards and 27 touchdowns.

Hutchinson was originally a first-round pick (17th overall) by the Se-
attle Seahawks in the 2001 NFL Draft from the University of Michigan.

He played the last
two seasons with the Oakland Raiders after starting
his career with the Cleveland Browns (2006-09). In
his two seasons with the Raiders, he registered 32
starts and 16 sacks, including seven last year with
one interception.

Originally a first-round pick (13th overall) by the
Browns out of Florida State, Wimbley set the club’s
rookie record with 11 sacks in 2006, which also was
the second highest total that season by an NFL rookie.

The Titans had seven total selections in the
2012 NFL Draft, using one pick in each round.
Ruston Webster, in his first offseason as
Titans general manager, led the team’s efforts to
draft Baylor wide receiver Kendall Wright with the
20th overall pick in the first round. The selection of
Wright was followed by the drafting of former North
Carolina linebacker Zach Brown (second round),
Michigan defensive tackle Mike Martin (third round), Clemson cornerback
Coty Sensabaugh (fourth round), Southern Methodist tight end Taylor
Thompson (fifth round), Oklahoma State safety Markelle Martin (sixth
round) and Rice defensive end Scott Solomon (seventh round).

» WR KENDALL WRIGHT (5-10, 196, Baylor, 1st round, 20th overall)
During his career at Baylor, where he served as the primary target for
Heisman Trophy winner Robert Griffin 11l, Wright was used principally as
a slot receiver. He appeared in 50 games with 42 starts en route to be-
coming the most prolific receiver in school history. He set school records
with 302 receptions for 4,004 yards and 30 touchdowns, rushed for 425
yards and two touchdowns, and even passed for an additional 114 yards
and two touchdowns. He caught at least one pass in all 50 games dur-
ing his career. As a senior, he totaled 108 catches for 1,663 yards and
14 touchdowns (all school records), earning All-American honors from
numerous polls, including Associated Press.

» LB ZACH BROWN (6-1, 242, North Carolina, 2nd round, 52nd overall)
Brown started 23 of 47 games in four seasons at North Carolina, including
11 starts at weakside outside linebacker and 12 starts at the strongside
spot. He recorded 230 tackles, 5.5 sacks, seven interceptions, 19 tackles
for loss, six quarterback pressures, three forced fumbles, a fumble recov-
ery and four passes defensed. As a senior, Brown was a Butkus Award
semifinalist and earned All-Atlantic Coast Conference first-team honors,
as he led the team with a career-high 105 tackles. He also ranked second
on the squad with 5.5 sacks and 13.5 stops for loss.

» DT MIKE MARTIN (6-1, 306, Michigan, 3rd round, 82nd overall)

Martin, a three-time receipient of Michigan’s Richard Katcher Award,
given to the team’s top defensive lineman, played in 49 games during his
four-year career with the Wolverines. He notched 37 consecutive starts
at nose tackle to conclude his career and totaled 172 tackles, 10 sacks
and 25 tackles for loss. As a senior captain in 2011, he posted a career-
high 64 tackles, 3.5 sacks, six tackles for loss and a safety en route to
earning second-team All-Big Ten honors.

» CB COTY SENSABAUGH (5-11, 189, Clemson, 4th round, 115th overall)

Considered a late bloomer by many after beginning his Clemson career
as a special teams player and reserve cornerback, Sensabaugh eventu-
ally emerged as a senior co-captain who led the Tigers with 13 passes
defensed in 2011. He added one interception, 40 tackles, a tackle for
loss and a pair of quarterback pressures. His career totals included 87
tackles, four interceptions and 18 passes defensed in 52 games. At the
2012 NFL Scouting Combine, he ran the fourth-fastest 40-yard dash
among all cornerbacks, finishing in 4.42 seconds.

TE TAYLOR THOMPSON (6-6, 268, Southern Methodist, 5th round,
145th overall)

The Titans traded up in the fifth round of the 2012 NFL Draft to select
Thompson, who spent four years at SMU as a defensive end. Although
he was considered a draft-worthy prospect at that position, the Titans
were persuaded during pre-draft workouts that Thompson’s NFL future
would be at tight end. He ran a 4.56-second 40-yard dash, tested at 37
inches in the vertical jump, and displayed reliable hands in pass-catching
drills. Thompson started the final 43 games of his four-year career and
tallied 139 tackles, 18 sacks, 22.5 tackles for loss, 12 quarterback pres-
sures, six forced fumbles and a fumble recovery. He was a three-time
All-Conference USA selection. As a senior, he started all 13 games and
totaled eight sacks. He ranked second in the conference with six forced
fumbles.

S MARKELLE MARTIN (6-0, 207, Oklahoma State, 6th round, 190th
overall)—currently on Physically Unable to Perform list

Martin was a highly-rated safety prospect following his senior season at
Oklahoma State but suffered a knee injury in drills after the Senior Bowl.
During his college career, he appeared in 48 games, starting the final 37
contests at strong safety, and finished his career with 178 tackles, eight
stops for losses of 18 yards and one quarterback pressure. He also
registered one fumble recovery, forced two fumbles, deflected 36 passes
and had three interceptions. His 36 passes defensed tied the school
career-record that was first set by Perrish Cox (2006-09). As a senior,
Martin earned All-American and All-Big 12 Conference first-team honors
after producing 74 tackles, five stops for loss, two forced fumbles and a
fumble recovery. He also posted his third-straight season with double-
digit passes defensed, recording 11 breakups.

DE SCOTT SOLOMON (6-3, 262, Rice, 7th round, 211th overall)

The Titans traded back into the seventh round of the 2012 NFL Draft
to select Solomon, whose 24 career sacks at Rice tied for the school’s
second-highest all-time total. He also ranked second in school history
with 44 career tackles for loss. As a senior, he collected a career-best
8.5 sacks to go along with 55 tackles, 13.5 stops for loss, a forced fumble
and two fumble recoveries.

TITANS HIGHLIGHTS FROM 2011

When Mike Munchak was hired as head coach of the Tennessee Ti-
tans on Feb. 7, 2011, an uncertain landscape awaited him. The franchise
had only recently parted ways with the only head coach in its Tennessee
history, and team owner K.S. “Bud” Adams, Jr. had already made the de-
cision to begin anew at the quarterback position. But the foremost concern
on the mind of team management, players and fans alike was whether or
not there would even be a football season.

Munchak and Titans forged ahead through several murky months.
Eventually, off-the-field concerns gave way to action on the field. The Titans
reaped a 9-7 season and narrowly missed out on a playoff berth.

MUNCHAK TAKES OVER

Munchak, the 16th head coach in franchise history and the first who
was a former player for the team, spent 29 years with the Oilers and Titans
before replacing Jeff Fisher, whose tenure as head coach dated back to
1994.

He inherited a youthful roster. The average Titans player on opening
day was 26 years and five months old, the youngest for the Titans since
2006.

Still, Tennessee finished in second place in the AFC South, a game be-
hind the 10-6 division champion Houston Texans. A win in any of the seven
games the Titans lost would have been enough to give them at least a Wild
Card spot. Instead, they finished just shy of the postseason upon losing a
head-to-head tiebreaker with the 9-7 Cincinnati Bengals.

In the process of leading the Titans to three more wins in 2011 than
they recorded in 2010, Munchak became the sixth Titans/Oilers head coach
to reach nine wins in his first season. Of the eight NFL head coaches in
2011 who were in their first full season at their post, only San Francisco’s
Jim Harbaugh, whose team had 13 wins, finished with more wins than
Munchak.

SURVIVING THE LOCKOUT

One of the first obstacles facing Munchak was a lack of access to the
very players he was charged with commanding. With an expired collective
bargaining agreement between the NFL and the NFL Players Association,
a lockout of the players began on March 11. It prevented teams from con-
ducting their normal offseason workout program and organized team activi-
ties, or even having casual communications with the players.

On July 25, a new CBA was reached, and the lockout ended. In a
week’s time, the Titans signed contracts with nine draft choices, 14 rookie
free agents, three restricted free agents and eight unrestricted free agents,
and Munchak’s first training camp was underway.

THE PRESENT AND FUTURE AT QUARTERBACK

Training camp was the first look the Titans and their fans got at their
present and future quarterbacks.

In April, with the eighth overall pick in the 2011 NFL Draft, the Titans
selected Jake Locker, who passed for 7,639 yards and 53 touchdowns
during his four-year career at the University of Washington. Despite not
having an offseason to practice and learn the Titans offense, Locker made a
positive first impression. In the preseason, he was the NFL’s rookie leader
in both passer rating (88.5) and completion percentage (65.3).

In limited duty in the regular season, Locker continued to show prog-
ress. He appeared in five total contests and passed for 542 yards and
four touchdowns without throwing an interception. He added 56 yards and
one rushing touchdown. Against the Saints on Dec. 11, he passed for 282
yards, the second-highest total in franchise history by a rookie signal caller
(331 by Jacky Lee on Nov. 25, 1960).

But it was not Locker who proved to be the biggest addition to the
Titans offense in 2011. That distinction belonged to Matt Hasselbeck, a
13-year veteran who was signed as an unrestricted free agent from the
Seattle Seahawks on the same day players reported for training camp.

Although he was new to the team, Hasselbeck quickly took charge of
the huddle and produced one of the best seasons in franchise history by a
quarterback. Elected by teammates as the offensive captain, he started all
16 games and passed for 3,571 yards, the fourth-highest total in team an-
nals. His 18 touchdowns passes were the most since 2004 (Billy Volek),

and with 28 completions of 25 yards or more, Hasselbeck recorded the
highest big-play total since Steve McNair in 2001 (32).

THE ROOKIE CLASS

Among the most encouraging storylines for the Titans in 2011 was the
contribution of the rookie class, headed by Locker. All nine draft picks spent
all 17 weeks during the regular season on the 53-man roster, and several
played key roles.

In particular, the Titans unearthed several defensive rookies that made
an immediate impact, including third-round pick Jurrell Casey and fifth-
rounder Karl Klug at defensive tackle. Casey was entrenched all season
as a starter (15 starts), led the team’s defensive linemen with 74 tackles and
added 2.5 sacks. Meanwhile, Klug was one of the team’s best pass rush-
ers. He led the team with seven sacks, which tied for sixth place among all
NFL rookies and tied for fourth among all NFL defensive tackles.

Rookie linebackers Akeem Ayers (second-round pick) and Colin Mc-
Carthy (fourth-round pick) also became integral parts of the defense. Ay-
ers, the first Titans rookie to start all 16 games since safety Tank Williams
in 2002, led all Titans linebackers with 88 tackles, the second-highest total
for a Titans rookie since 1999 (103 by Alterraun Verner in 2010). McCar-
thy was not far behind, totaling 76 tackles and a team-high eight tackles for
loss despite not entering the starting lineup until after midseason.

INDIVIDUAL HIGHLIGHTS

Apart from Hasselbeck, Locker and the team’s defensive rookies, the
Titans received notable performances from a number of other players:

» Wide receiver Nate Washington led the team and set new career
highs with 74 receptions, 1,023 receiving yards and seven receiving
touchdowns. He became the first Titans player to reach the mark
since Drew Bennett and Derrick Mason each exceeded 1,000 yards
in 2004. Washington was thrust into a No. 1 receiving role after Kenny
Britt was lost for the season with a knee injury in Week 3.

» Running back Chris Johnson rushed for 1,047 yards and added
418 receiving yards. He became the 12th NFL player in the 16-game
schedule era (since 1978) to record 1,000 or more rushing yards in
his first four NFL seasons. His 5,645 rushing yards rank 10th in NFL
history through a player’s first four NFL seasons, and only three play-
ers in NFL history have had more scrimmage yards in their first four
campaigns than Johnson (7,071 scrimmage yards): LaDainian Tom-
linson (7,921), Eric Dickerson (7,842) and Terrell Davis (7,594).

» Tight end Jared Cook set career highs in every receiving category,
totaling 759 yards and three touchdowns on 49 receptions. His yard-
age total ranked second in franchise history by a tight end, finishing a
close second behind Frank Wycheck’s 768 yards in 1998.

» The Titans offensive line, consisting of left tackle Michael Roos, left
guard Leroy Harris, center Eugene Amano, right guard Jake Scott
and right tackle David Stewart, started together in 15 of the 16 games
in 2011. They helped the Titans finish with only 24 sacks allowed,
tying the New Orleans Saints for the second-lowest total in the NFL.

» Kicker Rob Bironas’ 90.6 percent success rate (29 of 32) was the
second-highest of his career, the fourth-highest in the NFL in 2011 and
the third-highest in franchise history. He set a league record with 10
consecutive games kicking a field goal of at least 40 yards.

» Safety Jordan Babineaux, a free agent signee, led the team and set
a career high with 117 tackles.

» Cornerback Cortland Finnegan was voted by teammates as a team
captain for the first time in 2011. He finished fourth on the team with
95 tackles, ranked second on the squad with 12 passes defensed and
added an interception.

» Cornerback Jason McCourty was second on the team with 107 tack-
les, led the squad with 13 passes defensed and tied for the team lead
with two interceptions.

» Defensive end Derrick Morgan, coming off a rookie campaign in 2010
that ended prematurely due to an ACL injury, led the team with 20
quarterback pressures and added 2.5 sacks.

» Punter Brett Kern set a new franchise record, averaging 39.4 net
yards per punt.
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TOP RED ZONE OFFENSES IN 2011

The Titans were one of the NFL's most efficient teams inside the red
zone in 2011. They scored 22 touchdowns in 37 total possessions inside
their opponents’ 20-yard line, ranking fifth in the league with a touchdown
percentage of 59.5.

FEWEST SACKS ALLOWED IN 2011

The Titans offensive line thrived in pass protection throughout the
2011 campaign. The team allowed only 24 sacks all season, which tied the
New Orleans Saints for the second-lowest total in the NFL. Quarterback
Matt Hasselbeck received the protection needed to pass for 3,571 yards,
the fourth-highest total in franchise history. Tennessee’s offensive line also
paved the way for Chris Johnson’s 1,047 rushing yards.

STARTS BY DEFENSIVE ROOKIES IN 2011

In 2011, Titans defensive rookies led the NFL with a combined total of
39 starts.

Strongside linebacker Akeem Ayers started all 16 games. The sec-
ond-round draft choice from UCLA became the third Titans defender in the
“Titans era” (1999-present) to start every game as a rookie. The other two
were defensive end Jevon Kearse in 1999 and safety Tank Williams in
2002.

Defensive tackle Jurrell Casey, a third-round pick from Southern Cali-
fornia, started all but one game in 2011, and in that game, fellow rookie Karl
Klug (fifth round, lowa) notched his only start.

Jake Locker was named the starting quarter-
back job in his second NFL season. It is the role the
Titans envisioned for him when they chose him with
the eighth overall selection in the 2011 NFL Draft.

As a rookie, Locker passed for 542 yards and
four touchdowns without throwing an interception,
and he added 56 yards and one rushing touchdown.

Appearing in five total contests as a back-up to Matt

Hasselbeck, he played late in games at Cleveland (10/2) and against
Houston (10/23) and saw more significant playing time at Atlanta (11/20),
against New Orleans (12/11) and at Indianapolis (12/18).

Against the Saints on Dec. 11, he passed for 282 yards, the second-
highest total in franchise history by a rookie signal caller (331 by Jacky Lee
on Nov. 25, 1960).

Prior to his NFL career, Locker played four seasons at the University
of Washington, Locker started 40 games and helped turn a once-struggling
program into a unit that won a bowl game in Locker’s final collegiate ap-
pearance.

By the end of his career with the Huskies, Locker was at or near the
top of most of the team’s passing charts. He ranks second all-time with
7,639 career passing yards and also ranks second in career attempts
(1,148), completions (619) and touchdown passes (53).

Additionally, he set the school’s records for rushing yards by a quarter-
back in a season (986 in 2007) and career (1,939). His 29 career rushing
touchdowns rank third all-time, regardless of position.

In total offense, Locker ranks second in Huskies history in career yards
(9,578), attempts (1,601) and yards per game (239.5).

He was responsible for 496 career points (includes rushing and pass-
ing touchdowns), second-most in UW history behind Cody Pickett.

As a senior in 2010, he completed 184 of 332 passes for 2,265 yards
with 17 touchdowns. More importantly, he fulfilled his commitment to return
the team to a bowl game after his team suffered through an 0-12 campaign
in 2008. The Huskies played Nebraska in the 2010 Holiday Bowl and won

round in 2006 coming out of Ferndale High School and again in the 10th
round of the 2009 draft.

2012 Preseason Highlights:

» At Seattle (8/11), returned to his home state and played the entire
second quarter. He completed seven of 13 passes for 80 yards and a
passer rating of 72.6.

» At Tampa Bay (8/17), recorded his first start and completed four of
11 passes for 21 yards and one interception. He added 24 rushing yards,
including a 21-yard scramble to help set up a touchdown in the first quarter.
» Against Arizona (8/23), played the entire first half and one series in
the third quarter. His statistics included 20 attempts for 11 completions,
134 yards, two touchdowns, no interceptions and a 109.2 passer rating. He
completed a 10-yard touchdown pass to Kendall Wright in the first quarter
and a 28-yard touchdown pass to Nate Washington in the second quarter.

Quarterback Matt Hasselbeck is in his 14th
NFL season and his second campaign with the Ti-
tans. He was signed as an unrestricted free agent
from the Seattle Seahawks on July 29, 2011.

During his first campaign with the Titans, Has-
selbeck started 16 games for the fourth time in his
career and had one of the best seasons in franchise
history by a quarterback. His 3,571 yards made
up the fourth-highest total in team history, as did his attempts (518), while
his completions (319) ranked third for the franchise. His 18 touchdowns
passes were the most since 2004 (Billy Volek), and with 28 completions
of 25 yards or more, Hasselbeck had the highest big-play total since Steve
McNair in 2001 (32).

Prior to his arrival in Tennessee, Hasselbeck spent 10 years in Se-
attle (2001-10), where he guided the Seahawks to six playoff appearances.
While doing so, he became the club’s all-time leader in most passing cate-
gories, including passing yards (29,434), attempts (4,250) and completions
(2,559).

Hasselbeck led the Seahawks to the NFC West title in 2010. He
started both postseason games to become Seahawks’ all-time leader in
postseason games played and started (11). In a Wild Card victory over
New Orleans (1/8), he set a franchise postseason single-game record with
four touchdown passes.

Hasselbeck has been named to three Pro Bowls during his career,
including after the 2007 campaign, when he set career-highs for attempts
(562), completions (352), passing yards (3,966) and touchdown passes (28).

In 2005, Hasselbeck guided the Seahawks to the Super Bowl for the
first time in franchise history. He led the NFC and set a career-best with a
98.2 passer rating and was named the starter for the NFC Pro Bowl squad.

In 2003, he started all 16 games for the first time in his career and sub-
sequently earned his first Pro Bowl nod. That year he helped the Seahawks
record their first-ever undefeated home record and put up four 300-yard
passing games.

Hasselbeck was originally selected by the Green Bay Packers in the
sixth round (187th overall) of the 1998 NFL Draft. After spending the 1998
season on Green Bay'’s practice squad, he served as Brett Favre’s backup
on the Packers for two years. On March 2, 2001, he was traded to Seattle.

The Westwood, Mass., native attended Boston College, where he was

a two-year starter and became the school’s fifth all-time leading passer with
4,548 yards.

In 13 NFL seasons, Titans quarterback Matt Hasselbeck has passed
for more than 33,000 yards, putting him in the top 30 in NFL history.

Additionally, Hasselbeck also is one of the most prolific passers in
league history among players who were either drafted in the sixth round or
later, or who were undrafted.

A sixth-round pick (187th overall) by the Green Bay Packers in 1998,
Hasselbeck trails only Warren Moon (undrafted; 49,325 yards), Tom
Brady (sixth round; 38,660), Dave Krieg (undrafted; 38,147) and Steve
DeBerg (10th round; 34,241) on the list. In the 2011 season finale at Hous-
ton (1/1/12), he passed Steve Young (undrafted; 33,124).

Quarterback Rusty Smith is in his third NFL
season in 2012.

As the team’s No. 3 quarterback behind Matt
Hasselbeck and Jake Locker, he was inactive in 15
games and did not play in one additional contest in
2011.

As a rookie in 2010, Smith saw action in two
games, filling in for Kerry Collins and Vince Young.

He completed 20 of 40 passes for 200 yards. His lone start of the season
came at Houston on Nov. 28.

Smith became the most prolific passer in Florida Atlantic University
history during his four-year career with the Owls, amassing school records
of 10,112 passing yards, 768 completions and 76 touchdowns. He led the
Owls to back-to-back Bowl appearances for the first time from 2007-2008.

As a senior in 2009, he saw action in only seven games after suffering
an injury to his non-throwing shoulder. Nevertheless, he completed 145 of
253 passes for 1,915 yards, 14 touchdowns and five interceptions.

During his junior season, Smith completed 234 of 435 passes for
3,224 yards and 24 touchdowns. That followed a sophomore campaign in
which he was named 2007 Sun Belt Player of the Year and set FAU records
for a season with 3,688 passing yards and 32 touchdowns. He led the Owls
to their first ever Bowl appearance, a victory against Memphis in the New
Orleans Bowl.

Smith, a Jacksonville, Fla., native, was selected with the first of the
Titans’ two sixth-round choices (176th overall) in the 2010 NFL Draft.

» At Tampa Bay (8/17), completed five passes for 86 yards and a touch-
down on nine attempts (125.2 passer rating). He found Cameron Graham
for a 15-yard score in the fourth quarter.

Running back Chris Johnson enters his fifth
NFL season in 2012.

Johnson finished the 2011 season with 1,047

yards and four touchdowns on 262 carries (4.0 avg.).
He became the third player in franchise history to
rush for 1,000 yards in four consecutive seasons,
joining Eddie George (five seasons from 1996-00)
and Earl Campbell (four from 1978-81).

Additionally, Johnson became the 12th NFL player in the 16-game
schedule era (since 1978) to record 1,000 or more rushing yards in his
first four NFL seasons, following in the footsteps of George, Campbell,
Curtis Martin (1995-04), Barry Sanders (1989-98), LaDainian Tomlin-
son (2001-08), Eric Dickerson (1983-89), Corey Dillon (1997-02), Jamal
Lewis (2000-04), Terrell Davis (1995-98), Adrian Peterson (2007-10) and
Clinton Portis (2002-05).

As a receiver out of the backfield in 2011, Johnson ranked second on
the team with 57 catches for 418 yards. His reception total tied Lorenzo
White (1992) and Fred Willis (1973) for third in franchise history among
running backs, trailing only Butch Wolfolk’s 80 receptions in 1985 and
Todd McNair’s 60 in 1995.

The former first-round draft choice continues to build his resume as one
of the top running backs in franchise history—and arguably one of the best
in NFL history. He already is the third all-time leading rusher in franchise
history, trailing only Earl Campbell (8,574) and Eddie George (10,009).
His 5,645 rushing yards rank 10th in NFL history through a player’s first four
NFL seasons, and only three players in NFL history have had more scrim-
mage yards in their first four campaigns than Johnson, who has 7,071. The
three players ahead of him on the list are LaDainian Tomlinson (7,921),
Eric Dickerson (7,842) and Terrell Davis (7,594). Since Johnson’s arrival
in the NFL in 2008, no player has more rushing yards than him.

In 2010, Johnson earned his third consecutive Pro Bowl berth. He
started all 16 games for the second consecutive season. With 316 rushing
attempts for 1,364 yards, he placed fourth on the NFL'’s rushing leaderboard
and third in the AFC. His 11 rushing touchdowns tied for sixth in the NFL
and fourth in the AFC. He also led the Titans in receptions for the second
consecutive season, collecting 44 passes for 245 yards and one score.

In 2009, Johnson produced one of the greatest statistical seasons by
a rusher in NFL history. Most notably, he became the sixth NFL player ever
to reach 2,000 rushing yards in a season, totaling 2,006 yards and 14 touch-
downs on 358 carries. Only Dickerson (2,105), Lewis (2,066), Barry Sand-
ers (2,053) and Terrell Davis (2,008) have posted better rushing yardage
totals in a season than Johnson. O.J. Simpson (2,003) is the only other
member of the 2,000-yard club.

Within the group, Johnson is distinguished as the only player in
NFL history to gain 2,000 rushing yards in a season and an additional 500
yards as a receiver. With 503 receiving yards, he set a new league record
with 2,509 total scrimmage yards, surpassing Marshall Faulk’s 1999 re-
cord output of 2,429 scrimmage yards.

Johnson came away with numerous awards and accolades in 2009,
including Associated Press NFL Offensive Player of the Year, being named
a starter in the Pro Bowl, a unanimous AP All-Pro selection and the FedEx
Ground Player of the Year.

As a rookie in 2008, Johnson produced one of the most extraordinary
campaigns by a rookie running back in Titans history. Only two players
in team annals — Campbell (1,450) and George (1,368) —rushed for more
yards in their rookie seasons than Johnson, the 24th overall selection in the
2008 NFL Draft. His total of 1,228 rushing yards was the third-highest in the
AFC and eighth in the NFL in 2008, while his 4.9-yard average ranked first
in the AFC, fourth in the NFL and sixth in franchise history. He was fifth in
the AFC and 10th in the NFL with a total of 1,488 scrimmage yards. Camp-
bell and Johnson are the only rookie running backs in franchise history to
be named to the Pro Bowl.

In his career at East Carolina University, Johnson rushed for 2,982
yards and recorded an additional 1,296 receiving yards. At the NFL Scout-
ing Combine in February 2008, he posted the fastest 40-yard dash of any
prospect with a time of 4.24 seconds. The Titans selected him with the 24th
overall pick in the 2008 NFL Draft.

In 2009, Chris Johnson became the sixth player in NFL history to
rush for 2,000 yards in a season. He carried the ball 358 times for a league-
leading total of 2,006 yards and scored 14 touchdowns. The league’s other
2,000-yard rushers include Jamal Lewis (2,066 yards in 2003), Terrell Da-
vis (2,008 in 1998), Barry Sanders (2,053 in 1997), Eric Dickerson (2,105
in 1984) and O.J. Simpson (2,003 in 1973).

In 2010, Johnson totaled 1,364 rushing yards. Of all the previous
2,000-yard rushers, Johnson’s yardage total the year after the 2,000-yard
season is second only to Barry Sanders’ 1998 campaign, when he gained
1,491 yards on the ground. Johnson also has the second-most touchdowns
on the list (11) and tied for the highest average (4.3).

Tight end Jared Cook enjoyed a breakthrough
season in 2011, his third NFL campaign.

Cook played in all 16 games (five starts) in 2011
and set career highs in every receiving category, to-
taling 759 yards and three touchdowns on 49 recep-
tions. He ranked third on the team in receptions and
second in receiving yards. His yardage total also
ranked second in franchise history by a tight end,
finishing a close second behind Frank Wycheck’s 768 yards in 1998.

Following a rookie season in which he posted nine receptions for 74
yards, he enjoyed a strong sophomore campaign in 2010 with 29 receptions
for 361 yards and a touchdown. He flourished in the second half of the
2010 season, tying for 10th among NFL tight ends with 26 catches in the
final eight games.

Wide receiver Kenny Britt enters his fourth
NFL campaign in 2012.

He is attempting to come back from a serious
knee injury suffered in 2011. He was off to the best
start of his career, totaling 17 receptions for 289
yards and three touchdowns, before tearing his right
ACL and MCL against the Denver Broncos on Sept.

25.

Britt’s totals in his first two seasons included 84 receptions for 1,476
yards and 12 touchdowns. He registered 42 receptions in each of his first
two seasons for a total of 84 catches. His 1,476 yards from 2009 to 2010
led the Titans, and his 12 touchdown receptions in that time period tied Nate
Washington for the team lead.

With 701 receiving yards as a rookie and 775 yards in his second
campaign, Britt became the first player for the franchise to lead the squad
in receiving yards in each of his first two seasons since wide receiver Chris
Sanders from 1995 to 1996.

In 2010, Britt's team-high nine touchdown receptions tied for ninth in
franchise history and amounted to the highest total since Drew Bennett’s
11in 2004. His 18.5-yard average ranked seventh in the NFL and was the
third-best figure by a Titans/QOilers player in the last 20 seasons (Sanders,
23.5in 1995; Justin Gage, 19.1 in 2008).

In 2009, Britt had one of the best seasons in franchise history by a
rookie wideout. He recorded a team-high 701 receiving yards on 42 catch-
es, including three touchdown receptions. His yardage total ranked fifth
in franchise rookie history and was the highest by a Titans rookie receiver
since Sanders’ 823 yards in 1995. He tied for sixth in team annals in recep-
tions by a rookie. Among the 2009 NFL rookie class, Britt was seventh in
the NFL and third in the AFC in receptions, and he was fifth in the NFL and
second in the AFC in receiving yards.

The 6-3, 218-pound rookie came to the Titans by way of Rutgers Uni-
versity, where in three seasons he set the all-time Big East record with
3,043 receiving yards. Britt caught 178 passes, including 17 for touch-
downs, in 34 career games (31 starts).

Wide receiver Nate Washington is in his
eighth NFL season in 2012 and has emerged as one
of Tennessee’s offensive leaders.

Washington enjoyed the best season of his

career in 2011, his third campaign with the Titans.
He led the team and set new career highs with 74
receptions, 1,023 receiving yards and seven receiv-
ing touchdowns. He also recorded a rushing touch-
down.

With his first career 1,000-yard season, Washington became the first
Titans player to reach the mark since Drew Bennett and Derrick Mason
each exceeded 1,000 yards in 2004.

Washington concluded the 2011 season with an active streak of 62
consecutive games with at least one reception, including all 48 games since
signing with the Titans in 2009 as an unrestricted free agent from the Pitts-
burgh Steelers.

Since Washington arrived in Tennessee, no Titans player has had
more total receptions (163), receiving yards (2,279) and receiving touch-
downs (19) than Washington.

The 6-1, 177-pound receiver also has been remarkably durable. He
has recorded six consecutive campaigns in which he played in all 16 games.
He did so in 2011 despite a nagging ankle injury over the final month of the
season.

Washington appeared in 49 games with seven starts during his four
seasons in Pittsburgh, where he collected 104 receptions for 1,705 yards
and 12 touchdowns. He led the Steelers in yards per catch in two of his last
three seasons there.

Originally signed by the Steelers as an undrafted free agent from Tiffin
University in 2005, he enjoyed a breakout season in 2006 when he led the
AFC with a 17.8-yard per reception average.

In 2011, he played in 15 games and ranked fifth
on the team with 45 receptions. His 592 receiving
yards made up the third-best total on the squad, and
his five touchdown receptions finished second only
to Nate Washington’s seven.

Rookie wide receiver Kendall Wright was the
20th overall pick in the first round of the 2012 NFL
Draft.
Wright concluded his career at Baylor Universi-
ty as the most decorated and accomplished receiver
in school history.

STARTING OFFENSIVE LINE

The Titans will have a significantly different look in the interior of the
offensive line in 2012.

In 2011, the Titans started the same five offensive linemen in 15 of 16
games: left tackle Michael Roos, left guard Leroy Harris, center Eugene
Amano, right guard Jake Scott and right tackle David Stewart. The only
game missed by any player in the group was Nov. 27 against Tampa Bay,
when Mike Otto filled in for an injured Stewart (calf). The same group previ-
ously started 12 of the 16 games in 2010.

However, in 2012 Scott became an unrestricted free agent, and the
club signed Steve Hutchinson, a seven-time Pro Bowl selection, to play
left guard. When Harris moved over to play right guard, it appeared that
could be the last of the changes. However, early in training camp, Amano
suffered a torn triceps and was lost for the season. Amano’s injury left
young veteran Fernando Velasco in position to claim the starting center
role.

Roos and Stewart remain in place as the bookends of the line for the
seventh consecutive season.

The offensive line helped the Titans finish with only 24 sacks allowed
in 2011, which tied the New Orleans Saints for the second-lowest total in
the NFL. Quarterback Matt Hasselbeck received the protection needed to
pass for 3,571 yards, the fourth-highest total in franchise history. Tennes-
see’s offensive line also paved the way for Chris Johnson’s 1,047 rushing
yards.

For the first time since 1997, the Titans offensive line had a new posi-
tion coach. Mike Munchak, was succeeded by Bruce Matthews, who like
Munchak had a Hall of Fame playing career with the organization prior to
launching his coaching career.

A brief rundown of the club’s top offensive linemen:

» Leroy Harris gained experience at center, guard and right tackle during
his initial three NFL seasons (2007-09). The former fourth-round pick
from N.C. State then became a full-time starter at left guard in 2010 and
re-signed with the Titans in 2011. He moves to the right side of the line
in 2012.

Harris’ GP/GS: 16/16 (2011), 67/34 (career)
» In 2012, the Titans turned to free agency to fill their vacancy at guard,

signing Steve Hutchinson to start on the left side. The 6-foot-5,
313-pound veteran spent his first five years with the Seattle Seahawks
followed by six campaigns with the Minnesota Vikings. Appearing on
five first-team All-Pro teams (2003, 2005, 2007-09), Hutchinson started
157 career regular season games and an additional eight postseason
games prior to his arrival in Tennessee. He was originally a first-round
pick (17th overall) by the Seattle Seahawks in the 2001 NFL Draft from
the University of Michigan.

» At center, Fernando Velasco secured a permanent starting role for the
first time in his career. He joined the team as an undrafted free agent
from Georgia in 2008 and has served as a back-up at all three interior
offensive line positions.

» The starter at left tackle is Michael Roos, a former second-round pick
from Eastern Washington. Roos started 15 games at right tackle as a
rookie in 2005 and has started every game since then on the left side.
Among other honors, he was named Associated Press first-team All-Pro
and selected to the Pro Bowl in 2008. In 2009, he added second-team
AP All-Pro honors.

In his rookie season, the former Miami Hurri-
cane entered the starting lineup after midseason and
made a significant impact on the Titans defense.

Ayers, who started every game at strongside linebacker, led the rookie
class and ranked fifth on the defense with 88 total tackles. Since the start
of the 1999 season, only Alterraun Verner (103 tackles in 2010) had more
stops than Ayers in their rookie seasons with the Titans.

McCarthy, who did not enter the starting lineup until the ninth game
of the season, trailed only Ayers among Titans linebackers and was sixth
on the defense with 76 stops.

McCarthy and Casey
placed fourth and fifth, respectively, among the franchise’s rookie tacklers in
the last 13 seasons.

Kicker Rob Bironas, the franchise’s second
all-Itime leading scorer, is in his eighth NFL season

In 2011, he enjoyed one of the best seasons of
his career, connecting on 29 of 32 field goals. His
90.6 percent success rate was the second-highest of
his career, the fourth-highest in the NFL in 2011 and
the third-highest in franchise history. He also made
every extra point attempt for the sixth consecutive
season. Bironas finished the season with 121 points, the seventh-best total
in franchise history and the third-best total of his career.

Bironas has positioned his name among some of the franchise’s all-
time greats at the position and even among some of the NFL's all-time best.
Through the 2011 campaign, Bironas was the third-most accurate kicker in
NFL history, connecting on 189 of 219 attempts (86.3). From Bironas’ first

season in 2005 through 2011, only one player, David Akers, made more
field goals than Bironas, who was 189-0f-219 during that time period.

From long distance, Bironas’ accomplishments are perhaps even
more impressive. Among all players with 100 or more field goals since
the 1970 AFL-NFL merger, Bironas is the most accurate from 40 yards or
longer, making 78.6 percent of his attempts (81 of 103). He set a league
record in 2011 with 10 consecutive games kicking a field goal of at least 40
yards. From 50-plus yards, Bironas is the NFL’s all-time leader as well at
72.4 percent (21 of 29).

The 2007 Pro Bowl and Associated Press All-Pro selection owns or
shares numerous club records, including longest field goal (60 yards), most
field goals in a game (eight, also an NFL record), most consecutive games
with a field goal (20) and most consecutive field goals (20, twice, tied Al Del
Greco). Only Al Del Greco has accounted for more total points or kicked
more field goals than Bironas in the history of the organization.

In his career, Bironas has made nine game-winning field goals, a total
that put him second in club annals behind Del Greco (10).

The former Arena Football League kicker and part-time security guard
originally signed in the NFL with the Green Bay Packers as a free agent in
2002.

Punter Brett Kern is in his fifth NFL season and
his third full campaign with the Titans in 2012.

Kern’s 2011 statistics included a career-high 86
punts for a gross average of 43.6 yards. His net
average of 39.4 yards set a career high and a new
franchise record, narrowly beating out Craig Hen-
trich’s previous franchise record of 39.2 net yards
per punt in 1998.

Kern punted 77 times in 2010, averaging 42.9 gross yards per punt
with 24 punts inside the 20. He also averaged 39.1 net yards per attempt,
which ranked seventh in the NFL in 2010 and third in franchise history for a
single season.

Kern was claimed by the Titans off waivers from the Denver Broncos
on Oct. 27, 2009. He spent the entire 2008 season and the first six games
of 2009 campaign in Denver, totaling 73 punts and a 46.5-yard average in
22 games with the Broncos.

In 2008, Kern ranked fifth in the league with a 46.7-yard punting aver-
age that marked the third-best season total by a Bronco in club history. He
was named to the All-Rookie team by Pro Football Weekly/PFWA and The
Sporting News.

The Grand Island, N.Y., native was originally signed by the Broncos as
a rookie free agent on April 28, 2008, following four seasons at the Univer-
sitiy of Toledo.

Wide receiver/returner Marc Mariani (pro-
nounced Mary-Annie) is in his third NFL season.

In his first two years, he emerged as one of the
NFL’s top return men and one of the best at his job in
franchise history.

In 2011, Mariani returned 46 punts (third in
franchise history) for an average of 10.7 yards per
return, which ranked sixth in the AFC and eighth in
Titans/Oilers history. He also averaged 23.4 yards on 32 kickoff returns.

Mariani was selected by the Titans in the seventh round of the 2010
NFL Draft as the 222nd overall player chosen in the draft.

After winning a roster spot as a rookie in 2010, Mariani embarked on
arguably one of the best seasons by a returner in franchise history and
earned a Pro Bowl berth at the conclusion of his rookie year. He ranked
fourth in the NFL and first among all rookies with a 12.2-yard punt return
average, which also ranked sixth in franchise history. On kickoff returns, he
was ninth in the NFL and second among rookies with a 25.5-yard average.

With a league-leading combined total of 1,859 yards on kickoff and
punt returns in 2010, Mariani broke Derrick Mason’s single-season fran-
chise record, set in 2000, of 1,794 yards on returns. Mariani also broke a
47-year old franchise record by surpassing Bobby Jancik’s 1963 total of
1,317 kickoff return yards.

A native of Havre, Mont., Mariani became the most prolific wide receiv-
er in Montana Grizzlies history, setting records for career receiving yards
(3,018), receiving touchdowns (29) and career all-purpose yards (5,441).
He also averaged 15.1 yards per career punt return and 27.6 yards per kick-
off return. En route to being named an Associated Press All-American as a
senior, he set a school record with 1,479 yards on 80 receptions. He scored
15 total touchdowns in his final season, scoring 13 times on receptions and
twice on returns.

» Johnson was a star running back and track athlete for the Olympia High
School Titans in Orlando, Fla. He finished second in the 100-meter
dash at the Florida state meet to Walter Dix, who went on to win the
bronze medal at the 2008 Summer Olympics.

» At his website, www.chrisjohnsonhg.com., Johnson has his own cloth-
ing line for sale.

» In 2012, Johnson launched his own foundation, Team CJ2K (www.
teamcj2k.org), to partner with Learning Through Sports, East Caro-
lina University, United Way, Boys and Girl Club and Middle Tennes-
see State University to “deliver the most amount of help to the largest
number of kids possible.” Efforts will center on educational programs
for underserved youth. In addition to pledging his own money for the
cause, Johnson is hoping to get other individuals and businesses to
pledge a certain amount for every yard he gains rushing the football.

FB QUINN JOHNSON
» Johnson’s cousin, Terry Robiskie, played running back at LSU (1973-
76), five seasons in the NFL, and is currently the wide receivers coach
for the Atlanta Falcons.

S ROBERT JOHNSON

» During the 2012 offseason, Johnson spent time in Pennsylvania work-
ing out with short track speed skater Apolo Anton Ohno, snowboarder
Louie Vito and Pittsburgh Steelers linebacker Stevenson Sylvester.
Johnson and Sylvester were teammates at Utah and got connected
with Ohno’s athletic trainer, John Schaeffer.

» When he was just six years old, Johnson and his family were forced to
confront a terrible tragedy when his father, Wayne, was shot and killed
in a robbery. Johnson says ultimately it made his family stronger and
credits his mother, Wanda, with persevering through the loss.

K BRETT KERN
» Kern’s father, Cal, owns a collegiate baseball team in Niagara Falls,
N.Y. called the Niagara Power.
» Kern is an avid golfer that sports a 1 handicap. He picked the game
up late in his high school years and caddied for three summers at In-
verness Golf Club (Toledo, Ohio) while in college.

DT KARL KLUG (last name pronounced KLOOG
» Klug has an identical twin brother, Kevin, who played linebacker at Min-
nesota State University, Mankato. As high school teammates, Kevin
played fullback, opening holes for Karl, the team’s running back. They
have an older sister, Kelsey.
» Klug’'s small hometown of Caledonia calls itself the “Wild Turkey Capital
of Minnesota” and “The Heart of Quilt Country.”

T/G TROY KROPOG
» Kropog is a long-time friend of current Chicago Bears safety Craig
Steltz. The two of them grew up playing football together from the age
of 10 until they went their separate ways to college.

QB JAKE LOCKER

» Locker was selected in the 40th round of the Major League Baseball
draft by the Los Angeles Angels in 2006 coming out of Ferndale High
School, and the organization again tabbed him in the 10th round of
the 2009 draft to play centerfield in their minor league system. Locker
actually returned to the Washington football team as a walk-on for his
senior campaign, as the Angels paid his scholarship costs during the
2010 semester.

» Locker played outfield for the Bellingham Bells of the West Coast Col-
legiate Baseball League in 2008, where he was named by Baseball
America as the league’s top prospect. After suffering an offseason in-
jury, he played in just 10 games, hitting .273 with one home run before
returning to Washington for 2008 football fall camp. An anonymous
baseball scout quoted in Baseball America said Locker “could be a po-
tential Hall of Famer.”

» In 2010, Locker’'s hometown of Ferndale declared the day of its annual
Old Settlers Picnic to be “Jake Locker Day.”

» Of all the impressive tailgate parties that take place before and after
University of Washington football games, one of the most formidable
the last few years was held by the “Ferndawgs,” a passionate group
of family and friends from Ferndale who cheered at every home game
Locker played.

LB KEVIN MALAST (IR)
» While awaiting his next football opportunity after being released by the

Titans at the end of the 2011 training camp, Malast served as a strength
and conditioning assistant in the Rutgers University athletic department
for nearly three months.

WR MARC MARIANI (IR)

» Mariani was a non-preferred walk-on at Division I-AA Montana before
working his way up the Grizzlies’ depth chart and finally earning a
scholarship as a junior.

» Mariani is a close friend and was a Montana teammate of former Titans
coach Jeff Fisher’s son, Brandon.

DT SEN’'DERRICK MARKS
» Marks’ athleticism also translates to the hardwood. The 6-foot-2-inch,
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306-pounder can dunk a basketball. Former Auburn head coach Tom-
my Tuberville saw him dunk in high school and offered him a football
scholarship on the spot.

» Marks is the oldest of eight children, with the youngest being 12 years
old.

» Marks, a rehabilitation services major at Auburn, hopes to start a foun-
dation that mentors juvenile delinquents and people with disabilities.

S MARKELLE MARTIN (IR)

» Martin was the winner of Oklahoma State’s Nate Fleming Award for his
classroom performance as a senior.

» Martin has an affinity for silicone wristbands. Through the years he’s
racked up more than a dozen — each one with a special meaning. He
didn’t take them off for games at Oklahoma State. He would wear them
under his sleeves or gloves during his college games.

DT MIKE MARTIN

» Away from the gridiron in high school, he was a two-time state champi-
on wrestler and an All-American as a senior. Martin was also a record-
setting shot-putter and discus thrower in track and field.

» Martin is interested in film making, and he has his own YouTube Chan-
nel — GoMikeMartin. He documented his senior year and developed
his own web series.

» Martin loves dogs and shows working class Rottweilers. He once was
named the National Junior Handler of the Year.

» Martin played the saxophone in the jazz band in high school and still
dabbles with the instrument.

C KEVIN MATTHEWS

» Matthews’ family has a storied history in the NFL. His father and cur-
rent position coach, Bruce, was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of
Fame in 2007 after an illustrious 19-year career with the Houston Oilers
and Tennessee Titans. His uncle, Clay Matthews, Jr., was a four-time
Pro Bowl linebacker who played 19 seasons with the Cleveland Browns
and Atlanta Falcons (1978-96). His cousin, Clay Matthews Ill, currently
plays outside linebacker for the Green Bay Packers. Another cousin,
Casey Matthews, was selected by the Philadelphia Eagles in the fourth
round of the 2011 NFL Draft.

» Two of Matthews’ brothers play on the offensive line at Texas A&M.
Jake played in nine games with six starts at right tackle as a true fresh-
man at Texas A&M in 2010 and was selected All-Big 12 Conference
Honorable Mention as a sophomore. Mike will be the third member of
the family to play for the Aggies as a freshman in 2012.

LB COLIN McCARTHY

» McCarthy survived a frightening car accident in 2007. He was asleep
as a passenger in a car driven by a teammate when the teammate fell
asleep. The car flipped six times, but McCarthy left the scene without
serious injury. Two teammates—the driver and another passenger—
suffered injuries that ended their football seasons.

» McCarthy was given jersey No. 44 when he got to Miami, the same
number that was worn by another Hurricanes linebacker to whom Mc-
Carthy was often compared, Dan Morgan.

CB JASON McCOURTY

» McCourty played his last three seasons at Rutgers with his identical
twin brother, Devin. The duo held down the starting cornerback spots
for Scarlet Knights together for two years. Devin, who redshirted his
first season at Rutgers, was a first-round draft pick by the New England
Patriots in 2010.

» During the 2012 offseason, Jason and Devin McCourty held the first
McCourty Brothers Football Camp at St. Joseph Regional High School
in New Jersey.

LB GERALD McRATH (IR)

» McRath considers himself a cartoon aficionado. Among many favorites,
he’s particularly a fan of SpongeBob SquarePants.

» McRath was a cashier at a Winn-Dixie supermarket from ninth to 11th
grade, spent two summers in college unloading trucks at Lowe’s and
spent another summer working at a car auction in Hattiesburg.

He was surrounded by his moth-
er, father, grandparents and other loved ones when NFL Commissioner
Roger Goodell announced his name with the 16th overall pick.

CB RYAN MOUTON (last name pronounced MOO-tahn)

» Mouton is a good friend of former Hawaii and current Miami Dolphins
wide receiver Davone Bess. They were roommates during Mouton’s
junior season at Hawaii.

» Mouton’s family has strong ties to the ministry: his grandfather, Roland,
Sr., his father, Ronald, and his father’s twin brother, Roland, Jr., all are
local pastors. Mouton has an interest in following in their footsteps after
his playing career.

T MIKE OTTO

» Otto’s decision to attend Purdue and play football was heavily sup-
ported because of his family’s deep roots at the university. His father,
Ken, played basketball at Purdue from 1971 to 1973, and his mother,
Judy; sister, Jennifer; brother, Brian; two uncles; and three aunts also
are Purdue graduates.

» Otto’s great appreciation for blues and rock music has inspired him to
one day open up a blues and rock bar where people can come and
listen to live music.

» Otto’s most interesting job in high school was working as a grounds-
keeper for a cemetery.

RB DARIUS REYNAUD
» Reynaud has his own charitable foundation, Run the Right Way, which
benefits underprivileged youth in New Orleans, La.

RB JAVON RINGER

»  Ringer is the youngest of nine children in his family.

»  Ringer’s upbringing provided him with two great examples of faith. His
father, Eugene, is a pastor at Faith Temple Pentecostal Church of God
in Dayton, and his mother, Darlene, is both a minister at the church and
an accountant.

T MICHAEL ROOS

» Roos is a travel enthusiast and has spent time during each of the last
several offseasons in Europe. He takes an annual golfing trip to Ire-
land for St. Patrick’s Day.

In the first year the turf was installed,
Eastern Washington won the FCS Championship.

» Roos spent the first 10 years of his life in the former Soviet Republic
of Estonia, where his family lived in poverty despite his mother, Mae
Bates, teaching violin during the day and working nights at a hotel desk.
In 1992, one year after the collapse of the Soviet Union, his mother
immigrated with him, his brother and his sister to Vancouver, Wash.,
where they lived with an aunt. In July 2007, Roos, along with his wife,
Katherine, traveled back to Estonia for the first time since leaving the
country. Roos is believed to be the first Estonian to play in the NFL.

» He earned a scholarship to Eastern Washington after playing one sea-
son at tight end in high school. He redshirted as a tight end on the
football team and also redshirted on the basketball team for one season
before focusing exclusively on football.

» He holds an annual Michael Roos Foundation Fish and Chip three-day
charitable event at the Coeur d’Alene Resort in Idaho.

CB COTY SENSABAUGH
» When Sensabaugh was 11, his older brother, Jamaar, died from leuke-
mia a week after being diagnosed. Coty is determined to launch a non-
profit organization in Jamaar’s name to raise awareness and money to
combat the disease, and he hopes to be an active spokesperson for
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the cause.
» He grew up on the same street in Kingsport, Tenn., as his second cous-
in, Dallas Cowboys safety Gerald Sensabaugh..

LB TIM SHAW

» During recent offseasons, Shaw has used his time to serve on several
mission trips. As a member of the Jaguars in 2009, he visited Costa
Rica with a group of players and NFL chaplains with SCORE Interna-
tional. As a member of the Titans, he spent time serving in Haiti in 2011
and 2012, and he also went back to Costa Rica in 2012 with teammate
Fernando Velasco and chaplain Reggie Pleasant.

» Shaw was born in Exeter, England and lived there until he was two
years old before moving to Michigan. He has visited his birthplace
several times and has many relatives that still live there.

QB RUSTY SMITH
» Smith’s parents, Russell and Melody, own two restaurants called Russ-
Doe’s Sandwich Shops in Jacksonville. He grew up working in the res-
taurants and still helps out when he is in town. One of the most popular
sandwiches is the “Russ-Doe’s Special,” which includes ground beef,

small diced onions with the family’s “special” ingredient. Only a handful
of people actually know what the ingredient is.

DE SCOTT SOLOMON
» As a senior at Rice, Solomon chose to change his number to 35 to
honor fellow fifth-year senior Travis Bradshaw, who suffered a career-
ending neck injury during preseason camp.

TE CRAIG STEVENS
» He has a younger brother, Eric, who is in his senior season as a fullback
at Cal. He has two other brothers, Jeff and Brett, who are firefighters
with the L.A. City Fire Department.
» Stevens hopes to one day become involved in law enforcement as a
detective or FBI agent, following in the footsteps of his father, Mark, a
deputy sheriff in L.A. County.

T DAVID STEWART

» Stewart was raised near Decatur, Ala., in the small town of Moulton. He
was employed on his family’s farm for much of his childhood, building
fences and working with the cattle and chickens among a variety of
daily tasks. He hopes to someday run his own chicken farm.

» In high school, Stewart was nicknamed “Big Country” by friends, which
stuck with him through his time at Mississippi State. Many friends and
teammates still refer to him by the nickname.

» In 2010, Velasco started a foundation called Right C.H.O.I.C.E.S. which
is an acronym for Christ Humility Opportunity Integrity Character Edu-
cation and Success. The foundation sponsors a free camp for kids age
8-14 in his hometown every summer. More than 200 kids attend the
camp each year.

CB ALTERRAUN VERNER

» During the 2012 offseason, Verner picked up golf as a hobby and be-
gan taking individual lessons.

» During the 2011 offseason lockout, Verner returned to UCLA to com-
plete his degree in mathematics/applied sciences.

» Verner did an internship with California Bank and Trust during the sum-
mer of his junior year. He surveyed various positions and learned the
inner workings of the financial institution.

WR NATE WASHINGTON
» By signing with the Steelers as an undrafted free agent in 2005, Wash-
ington became the first Tiffin University player in the modern era to play
in the NFL.
» Washington, a native of Toledo, Ohio, was a lifeguard at a community
pool for three summers when he was in high school.

WR DAMIAN WILLIAMS
» Founded a campus Bible study group known as Generate USC along
with longtime teammate Mitch Mustain at Southern Cal. The group
evolved to 85 people per week and Williams has passed the leadership
torch to current USC quarterback Matt Barkley.

DE KAMERION WIMBLEY

» In March 2012, Wimbley competed in the American Ninja Warrior com-
petition at Florida International University in Miami. His preliminary and
regional final runs through the challenging obstacle course were shown
on NBC and the G4 network.

» Wimbley counts Animal Planet as his favorite television network to
watch. He is an animal lover and enjoys attending different dog shows
in his free time.

LB WILL WITHERSPOON

» Witherspoon is the proud owner of Shire Gate Farm in Owensville, Mo.,
where he raises grassfed White Park Cattle. The 500-acre farm is certi-
fied by Animal Welfare Approved (AWA), and Witherspoon’s team has
gained notoriety for their use of high-welfare, sustainable farming tech-
niques that almost entirely rule out the need for antibiotics.

» In July 2012, Witherspoon was chosen to speak at a congressional
briefing about the routine use of sub-therapeutic antibiotics in inten-
sive livestock production. Witherspoon called on members of Congress
to support the Preservation of Antibiotics for Medical Treatment Act
(PAMTA), designed to end the widespread use of antibiotics on healthy
animals and curb the growing threat of antibiotic-resistant bacteria.

» In April 2012, Witherspoon was named one of the “50 Sexiest Environ-
mentalists” by Rodale, publisher of Women'’s Health and Men’s Health,
for his sustainable farming efforts at Shire Gate Farm. Witherspoon
ranked seventh on the list, trailing only Gretchen Bleiler, Jessica Alba,
Matt Damon, Alicia Silverstone, Ryan Gosling and Kate Middleton.

» In addition to his cattle farm, Witherspoon owns a pair of doggy day
care facilities and is on schedule to receive an MBA from George
Washington University in June 2013.

» The son of a retired military officer, Witherspoon was born in San An-
tonio, Texas, and has lived in Germany, England, Arizona and Florida.

» Witherspoon and former Panthers teammate, Dan Morgan, own and
operate two dog day-care centers, Club K-9, in Charlotte, N.C.

WR KENDALL WRIGHT

» As afreshman at Baylor, Wright played on the basketball team. He ap-
peared in 13 games as a reserve guard and scored 10 points.

» Wright was a three-sport star at Pittsburg (Texas) High School, where
he earned All-State honors in football, basketball and track. He cap-
tured the state 3A titles in the long jump (24-0 3/4) and triple jump (48-5
1/4).

» In his spare time, Wright enjoys playing basketball, bass fishing, video
games and watching comedy movies.
